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SUNUS

Uluabat, diger adiyla Apolyont goli Bursa ilinin sinirlari icinde olup sehir merkezine 34 kilometre
uzakhktadir. Tabii zenginliklerinin yaninda kiiltlrel degerleriyle de adindan sik¢a s6z ettiren Uluabat,
tarihi bir sahsiyet olan ve istanbul’un fethinde bur¢lara ilk bayragi diken Uluabath Hasan’la da gerek
yurt icinde gerekse de yurt disinda pek ¢ok kisi tarafindan bilinmektedir.

Golun cevresindeki yerlesim yerlerinin tarihi, milat 6ncesi ¢aglara uzanmaktadir. En 6nemli yerle-
sim yeri ise bugiin Golyazi olarak bilinen gol Gzerindeki yarimada ve ¢cevresinde kurulmustur. Adini
Yunan mitolojisindeki Anadolulu bir tanri olan Apollon’dan almistir. Kentin koruyucusu oldugu icin
adina da bir tapinak insa edilmistir. Bitinya, Roma ve Bizans donemlerinde énemini koruyan bolge,

Bursa’nin Osmanlilarca fethinden sonra Turklerin hakimiyetine girmistir.

Etkileyici bir cografya ve glizelliklere sahip Uluabat goli, bugiin basta fotograf sanatgilari olmak
Uzere seyyahlarin en 6nemli ugrak yerlerinden biridir. Uluabat Golii, ekolojik ydonden 6trofik olarak
siniflandirilan bol besin iceren sig bir goldir. Goél, ayrica uygun iklim kosullari, genis sazlik alanlari ve
acik su ylizeyleri ile degisik tlirden yiiz binlerce su kusuna beslenme ve barinma olanagi saglamakta-
dir. Gél bu 6zelligi nedeni ile “Su Kuslari Bakimindan Uluslararasi Onemle Sahip Sulakalanlarin Ko-
runmasi” icin imzalanan Ramsar Anlasmasi ile koruma altina alinan, ilkemizdeki 12 sulakalandan
biridir. Ayrica Uluabat Goli, plankton ve dip canlilari bakimindan da Glkemizin en zengin goéllerinden
biridir. Gol'de, 21 degisik balik tiriniin varligi bu zenginligin en 6nemli gostergelerindendir.

Uluabat Goli ve gevresi hakkinda mimari ve arkeolojik ylizey arastirmalarindan olusan bu eserde,
degerli arastirmacimiz Ali Kazim Oz ¢alismalarini siz kiymetli hemsehrilerimize ve okuyucularimiza
sunmaktadir. Uluabat golliniin cevresinde bulunan Nillfer, Karacabey, Mustafakemalpasa ve Mudan-
ya ilcelerimizin yerlesim yerlerindeki bu arastirmalar bizlere bdlgenin zenginlik ve degerlerinin ne
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kadar kiymetli oldugunu da géstermektedir. Ayrica 6ren yerleri ile buralarda kurulan medeniyetlerin
tarihi hakkinda da bilgi sahibi olmaktayiz.

Boyle bir eseri Bursa kitapligina kazandirmanin kivanciyla basta Ali Kazim Oz olmak lizere, emegi
gecen herkese slikranlarimi sunuyorum.

1. GIRiS

Bursa ilinin 34 km. batisindaki Uluabat Goli
cevresinde yapilan ylzey arastirmalari, Kiltir ve
Turizm Bakanlig’nin izni ve Trakya Universite-
si'nin maddi destegiyle 2006 — 2010 yillari ara-
sinda gerceklestirilmistir. Calismalar sonucunda
Nilifer, Mudanya, Mustafakemalpasa ve Karaca-
bey ilcelerinde yer alan 20 yerlesimin incelemeye
deger kalinti ve buluntulara sahip oldugu anla-
silmistir (Sekil 1-2).

Arastirma kapsamina alinan bolgelerdeki tari-
hi eser niteligi olan tasinir ve tasinmaz kiltar
varliklarinin bir kismi Bursa Koruma Kurulu tara-
findan tescil edilmis, bir bolimuinin ise ilk defa
literatire girebilecek bulgular icerdigi gorilmus-
tur. Yerinde kaydedilen tim buluntular gizim ve
fotograflarla belgelenerek tescil yapilmak (zere
incelemeye alinmistir. Arastirma buluntusu ola-
rak ele gecen etltliik seramik parcalari ise Bursa
Arkeoloji Mizesi’'ne teslim edilmistir.

Uluabat Goli’'niin herkesge bilinen ve ulusla-
rarasi antlasmalarla (RAMSAR) koruma altina
alinan dogal zenginligi yaninda iyi taninmayan
arkeolojik zenginliginin ortaya c¢ikarilmasi calis-
manin temel amacini olusturmaktadir. Golyazi
temel gecim kaynagl balikgilik olan kiglk bir
yerlesimdir. Dar ve dolambacli sokaklar, birbirine
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birlesik insa edilmis ahsap hatilli, tugla duvarli
Rum evleri ile sinirlandirilmaktadir. Maalesef bu
ayricalikli konutlar antik dokunun yok olma teh-
didinde 6nemli bir rol oynamaktadir. Zira mo-
dern yerlesim dedigimiz bu kisim tamamen sit
alanidir ve antik kent kalintilarinin Gzerinde yer
almaktadir. Sit alani sinirlari iginde yapilacak her
turlt fiziki midahale, restorasyon projesi hazir-
lanmasi ve Koruma Kurulu’ndan ge¢mesi sonu-
cunda yapilabilmektedir. Dolayisiyla artan nifus-
la yerlesim disari tasmis ve arkeolojik sit alanlari
tehdit altina girmisgtir.

Uluabat Go6lu sinirlari icinde kalan en 6nemli
yerlesim siiphesiz Gélyazi ve igindeki Helenistik -
Roma kenti Apollonia ad Rhyndacum’dur. Ayni
zamanda arastirmalarin merkezini de olusturan
Apollonia, bir antik kentte bulunmasi gereken
tim yapilara sahip oldugundan 6nem tasimakta-
dir. Gol icindeki sig bir adacik (Kiz Ada) Uzerinde
yer alan Apollon Tapinagl tamamen ortaya ¢ika-
rildiginda bolgede bir ilk olma niteligiyle beraber
bilim ve turizm alaninda ses getirmeye adaydir.
Ayrica Golyazi icinde bliylk bir stadyum, tiyatro
ve nekropol alaninin tespit edilmis olmasi kentin
gelecekteki calismalar igin umut verdigini gos-
termektedir. Apollonia, Bursa ve c¢evresinde,
iznik’den (Nikaia) sonra, giinimiize dek arastiri-
lan ikinci 6nemli ve blyik antik kent olarak lite-
ratlire gecmistir. Bu 6zelligi stiphesiz gol cevresi-
nin kalkinmasinda da rol oynayacaktir.

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1.1. Yontem

Calismalar ve yayin arastirmalari 2002 yilin-
dan bu yana araliksiz olarak devam etmektedir.
Kente dair, seyyahlarin notlari ve gravirleri, ma-
kaleler, Marmara Bolgesi'nin tarihi ve arkeolojisi
Uzerine yazilmis kitaplardan Apollonia ile ilgili
bolimler toplanmaktadir. Arastirmada oncelikle
Bursa Arkeoloji Mizesi'nde calisiimis burada
bulunan Apollonia’ya ait eserler tespit edilmistir.
Golyazi beldesinde ve yakin cevresinde bulunan
kalintilar yerinde tespit edilmis antik yapilarin ve
yapi taslarinin katalogu olusturulmak tzere plan-
larinin gizimleri yapilmistir.

Nilufer
imkanlari, personel ve ulasim konusunda destek

Projeye Belediyesi  konaklama
vermistir. Ayrica 01 Ekim 2005 tarihinde Bursa
Turizm Sempozyumu’nda verdigimiz bildiri son-
rasinda BUSIAD ve INOKSAN gibi kentteki bazi
ozel kuruluslar mutfak giderleri konusunda des-
tekte bulunmuslardir. Ayrica belediye, liniversite
ve mizenin Bursa’daki arkeolojik ¢alismalari
danismanlk 6l¢isiinde desteklemislerdir. TUBI-
TAK ve Trakya Universitesi'nden saglanan techi-
zat ve ulasim yardimlar ile beklenenden daha
uzun ve kapsamli bir arastirma periyodu gegiril-
mistir. Arastirma ekibi arasindaki Dokuz Eylil
Universitesi, Uludag Universitesi, Ankara Univer-
sitesi ve istanbul Universitesi’nden gelen bilimsel
danismanlar, incelemeleri baslangic asamasin-
dan itibaren takip etmekte ve desteklemektedir-

ler.

Merkezde Golyazi beldesi olmak Uzere, Ulua-
bat golu icindeki ve c¢evresindeki bazi yerlesim-
lerde, belgelemeye dayall ylizey arastirmasi ya-
pilmistir. Arastirma sonucu belirlenen 6nemli
buluntular arasinda 6ncelikle Antik Donem’e ait
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olanlar, detayli bir sekilde incelenmistir. Daha
gec donemlere ait eserler ise sadece fotograf ve
kroki
farkli disiplinlerin bir arada c¢alismasi seklinde

ile belgelenmistir. Yapilan arastirmalar

sirdiirilmis ve konularin uzmanlarina danisila-
rak kesin yargilara varilmistir. Arastirmada once-
likle arkeologlar olmak kaydiyla mimarlar, jeofi-
zik mihendisleri ve biyologlar gérev almis ve soz
konusu bolge her yoniyle incelenmistir.

Arkeolojik belgeleme calismalari, tasinabilir
eserler, arazi ve literatlir olmak lizere Ui¢ asamali
sUrdurilmustar. Calismalardaki asil amag, eser
envanter formlarini bilgisayar ortamina gecire-
rek, bolgenin tim buluntularinin dijital ortamda
kaydedilmesini saglamaktir. Arastirmalar sonun-
da olusan buluntu dosyalarinin 6rnekleri Bursa
Arkeoloji Mizesi'ne verilecek ve kayitlarin glincel
tutulmasi saglanacaktir.

1. Tasmnabilir Eserler Envanteri: Bolgeye ve
Apollonia’ya ait tasinabilir nitelikteki tiim eserle-
rin dijital ortamda envanterleri yapiimistir. Boy-
lece Apollonia buluntular timiyle kayit altina
alinmis ve kentin sanatsal repertuari ve tarihi
altyapisi ile ilgili bilgi edinilmistir.

2. Arazi Envanteri: Mimari bolimde de degini-
lecegi lizere arastirmalar sirasinda tespit edilen
mimari yapi kalintilari disinda, tim mimari, plas-
tik ve slsleme pargalari ayni envanter formati
altinda kaydedilmistir. Ozellikle Kiz Adasi’ndaki
tapinagin mimari pargalari lizerinde 6énemle du-
rulmaktadir. Zira blyik bolimi su altinda yik-
sek bir seviyede gorilen pargalarin kaydi igin,
sonraki yillarda ekibe katilacak olan sualti ekibi-
nin fotograf ve 6lciim bilgileri kullanilacaktir.

Bolgenin ve oOzellikle de Apollonia kentinin
1900’1 yillarda bolgeye gelen seyyahlar disinda,
diger bilim adamlarinin dikkatini cekmemesi,
kentle ilgili belgelerin sayica yetersiz olmasi so-
nucunu dogurmustur. Buna karsin Uluabat Goli,
ozellikle biyolojik cesitlilik nedeniyle diger disip-
linler tarafindan adeta agik hava laboratuari ola-
rak kullanilmis ve ¢ok faydal sonuglara ulasiimis-
tir.

1.2. Bolgenin Tarihi Cografyasi

Uluabat Géli ve Gélyazi idari olarak Bursa ili
ve Nilufer ilgesine baghdir. Bursa kent merkezine
34 km, Balikesir iline ise 90 km mesafede olan
gol, Bursa-Karacabey karayolunun hemen giine-
yindedir. Uluabat Golii, Marmara Denizi’'nin gi-
neyinde, dogu-bati dogrultusunda uzanan tekto-
nik koékenli Yenisehir-Bursa-Gonen c¢okinti ala-
ninda olusmustur. Ayni ¢okiintl alanindaki Man-
yas Kus Goli'nden algak bir esikle ayrilmaktadir.
Gol, 40° 10' Kuzey, 28° 35' Dogu koordinatlarin-
da, denizden yiiksekligi 9.00 m gol alani ise mev-
simlere gore 13.500 ile 24.000 hektar arasinda
degismektedir.

Nilifer ilgesi, Gélyazi Beldesi sinirlari icinde
yer alan Apollonia ad Rhyndacum antik kenti,
modern yerlesim ile ayni alanda, Uluabat (Apol-
yont) Goli’'niin kuzeydogusunda goliin icine uza-
nan yarimada lzerinde kurulmustur. Anadolulu
istk tanrisi Apollon’un kentin koruyucu tanrisi
olmasi ve burada bir tapinaginin bulunmasi seh-
rin adinin Apollonia olarak belirlenmesinde
onemli etkendir. Kentin ismi Anadolu’da bulunan
ayni isimli diger sekiz kentten ayirt edilebilmesi
icin “Mustafakemalpasa Cayi Uzerindeki Apollo-
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nia” anlamina gelen “Apollonia ad Rhyndacum”
olarak kullanilmistir.

Mysia-Bithynia sinirindaki kente ait en eski
buluntular MO 4. yiizyil sikkeleridir. Bazi kaynak-
larda Miletos’un kolonisi olarak kuruldugu belir-
tilen sehir, Pergamon Kralligi’'nin gicind arttirdi-
g1 donemlerde kralligin hakimiyeti altina girmis-
tir. Goldeki balikgilk 6zellikle kerevit ticaretinin
gelismesi ve Apollon kiilt alani nedeniyle MO. 1.
ylzyilldan itibaren kentte ekonomik ilerleme
gozlenmektedir. Roma doéneminde c¢evredeki
Adramytteion (Edremit) Kyzikos’a (Erdek, Belkis)
ve Nikomedia’ya (Kocaeli) gibi blyik kentlere

bagl kalmistir.

Bizans doneminde uzun vyillar sakin bir hayat
siren kent 14. ylzyll baslarindan itibaren Os-
manli topraklarinda yasayan Rum ntfusun top-
landigi bir kent olarak bir stire daha varhgini siir-
dirmdastir. Osmanli doneminde kent oldukeca
kiicllerek, sadece ada lizerinde kalmistir. Glni-
mizde daha cok dogal glizellikleri ile taninan
Golyazi, barindirdigi arkeolojik ve tarihi zenginlik
ile Bursa gevresi icin 6nemli bir rol Gstlenmistir.
Yeterince arastiriilmamis antik kentin, sahip ol-
dugu vyapilar goéz oninde bulunduruldugunda
oldukca genis bir alana yayildigi goralir. Antik
kentin hemen hemen tim vyapilari geleneksel
kent dokusu altinda kalmis ve yapi elemanlari
devsirme olarak kullanilmis olmasina ragmen,
mimarileri hakkinda bilgi edinmek hala mimkin
olmaktadir.

Hakkinda ilk detayli bilgileri 1842’de William
J. Hamilton’dan® 6grendigimiz bolgeyi, 19. yizyil
boyunca bir¢cok gezgin ziyaret etmis ve kisa ra-
porlar halinde notlarinda yer vermislerdir. Bunla-

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rin hemen hepsi Kyzikos veya Daskyleion ile ilgi-
lenmislerdir. Ancak 1888’de Reinach ve Lé Bas
kentin planini ve bazi binalarini ¢izmistir®. F. W.
Hasluck®, Kyzikos (Erdek) icin hazirladigi yayini
icin Apollonia'ya da ugramis, Kiz Ada ve Zambak-
tepe hakkinda bilgiler vermistir. Bu ayni zamanda
1986 yilinda B. Yalman® tarafindan kaleme alinan
tanitim yazisina kadar yapilmis son calismadir.
1990’da ise A. Abmeier’ kentin tiim tarihini yazili
belgelere dayanarak sunmus ancak arkeolojik
kalintilara pek deginmemistir. Apollonia ile ilgili
en ciddi sayilabilecek bu ¢alismanin ardindan
1996 yilinda Y. Otiiken® boélgedeki detayli aras-
tirmasinda kentin Bizans Donemi eserlerine de
yer vermistir. Bu 6nemli calismalarin yani sira, L.
Robert’, W. Ramsays, E. Schwertheim®, C.
Tanriver® and M. F. Auzépy"! gibi bélgedeki pek
cok arastirmaci Apollonia ad Rhyndacum hakkin-

da bilgiler vermistir.

Bunlardan Mysia bolgesinin kuzeydogusunda
o caglarda Artynia®? veya Apolloniatis adi ile ani-
lan, glinimizde Apolyont denilen goéle dogru
uzanan yarimada ve adalar lizerinde kurulmus
olan kent Apollonia ad Rhyndacum'dur. Antik
dénemde ¢ogunlugu bataklik olan géllere Artynia
veya Aphnitis ismi verilmesi siklikla rastlanan bir
durumdu®. Apollonia adli diger kentlerden ay-
rilmasini saglamak amaciyla bu kent yakininda
bulunan ve Aizanoi (Cavdarhisar) cevresinden
dogan, Yunancada her tasan nehrin Lycus lnva-
nini almasindan 6tiri Rhyndacus (Adranos) de-
nilen caya atfen Apollonia ad Rhyndacum adi
verilmistir.

Kentin tarihi gelisimi ve sosyal yapisi ile ilgili
en glvenilir bilgiyi Apollonia’da bulunan ve su
anda biyuk bir kismi dlinyanin cesitli miizelerine
dagiimis sikkeler ve yazitlardan, buna bagl ola-

Bu yazili belgelere gore kentin ticari
durumu, halkin sosyal yasam big¢imi ve dini egi-
limleri hakkinda bir fikir edinebilmek mimkin
olmaktadir.

Erken donemde kentin kendi adina glimis
sikke basabilecek zenginlige ve nifusa sahip ol-
dugu ele gecen orneklerden anlasilmaktadir. Bu
dénem sikkelerinde genellikle 6n ylzde ters du-
ran gemi c¢apasi kullanilmistir. Halkin ge¢im kay-
naginin balikcilik, 6zellikle de yine sikkelerde bu
dénemde sikca gorilen kerevit avciligl olmasinin,
bunda 6nemli bir payi vardir. Yine erken donem
sikkelerinde sevilerek kullanilan bir diger motif
svastikadir ki bu figlir de arka yuzde incus icinde
yer alir. Bunlara ek olarak Gorgo basinin sikke-
lerde yogun olarak tercih edildigi ele gecen ¢ok
sayidaki 6rnekten anlasiimaktadir.

Kentte, bugilinki adiyla Kiz Adasi olarak bili-
nen adanin, Antik dénemde Apollon Kutsal Alani
oldugu disiniilmektedir. Kentin koruyucu tanri-
sinin tapinaginin insasiyla, sikkelerde Apollon
basi, kithara, plektron ve tapinak icindeki tanri
Apollon Sauroktonos Hellenistik dénemden Ro-
ma Imparatorluk dénemi sonuna kadar kullanil-
Sikkelerdeki
azalma gortlirken kerevit figliri kullanimi vaz-

mistir. Gorgo basi tasvirlerinde
gecilmezligini devam ettirmistir. Roma dénemin-
de kente baska kiltlerin gelmesiyle sikkelerde de
Demeter, Tykhe ve Poseidon gibi farkli karakter-

lerin kullanimi baslamistir®.

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Yukaridaki 6rneklerde de gorildigu gibi ken-
tin kurulus tarihinin Klasik Dénem’e kadar uzan-
dig1 soylenebilir. Nitekim komsu kent konumun-
daki Miletopolis’in  MO. 7. yiizyill sonlarindaki
kolonizasyon hareketi sirasinda Miletoslular tara-
findan kuruldugu kabul edilmektedir’®. Ayni se-
kilde Apollonia’nin da bu kadar erken olmasa bile
M.0. 450’den énce kurulmus oldugu eldeki en
erken sikkelere gore kesindir. Kent sonraki de-
virde Attalos sulalesinin hikiimdarhgini ilan et-
mesi ve bodlgede hakimiyet kurmasi nedeniyle
Pergamon ydnetimi altina girmistir’’. Roma dev-
rinde Adramyttion'® (Edremit) mahkeme merke-
zine (conventus iuridicus) bagh olan kent, bir stre
de Kyzikos’a bagl kalmistir. Roma imparatoru
Hadrian’in (MS. 117-138) Kyzikos’a giderken
Apollonia ad Rhyndacum’a ugradigi ve kente
bagista bulundugu, ele gecen kitabelerde yazil-
dir'®. Hatta kent son yayinlarda Hadrian’in impa-
ratorluk siirecinde sivrilen Kyzikos, Ephesos ve
Tralleis gibi 6nemli sehirler arasinda gosterilmek-
tedir®® (Sekil 4).

Plinius, Rhyndakos cayini Asya ile Bithynia
arasinda sinir gostermistir. Nehrin dogusunda
kalan Apollonia ad Rhyndacum ile Hadrianapolis
kentleri Asia’ya dahil edilmistir. 268 yilinda Got
istilasi sirasinda kusatmaya ugrayan Kyzikos ken-
tinde, dehsetli gecen kis sonucu tasan nehir ve
g6l sulari Got askerlerinin bu bélgede sikisip yok
olmalarina neden olmustur.

ylzyillda Apollonia ad Rhyndacum Hellespon-
tos’tan alinarak Bithynia Piskoposluklari’'na dabhil

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edilmistir. Kent bir slire Nikomedia'ya (Kocaeli)
bagli bir piskoposluk olarak kalmis daha sonra bu
ayricalik Kios’a (Gemlik) ge¢mistir. MS. 680 ve
690 kilise meclislerinde kent Theotokia olarak
gecmektedir’®. Uzun yillar Bizans imparatorlugu
icinde sakin bir hayat stren kent 14. ylzyil basla-
rinda bolgede varligini duyuran Osmanli akincila-
rina dayanamayip Prusia (Bursa) ve Apameia’yi
(Mudanya) terkedenlerin yerlestigi bir kent ola-
rak bir stire daha varhgini sirdirmdstar.

Kent etkileyici cografyasi, verimli topraklari,
g6l suyu ve iliman iklimiyle ¢aglar boyunca goc-
menlerin ilgisini ¢ekmistir. Yakin tarihte ise,
Marmara bolgesinde dolasan seyyahlarin mutla-
ka ugradigi bir yerlesim yeri olarak karsimiza
cikmaktadir. 19. ylzyilin baslarinda W. J. Hamil-
ton kenti ziyaret etmis ve izlenimlerini 1842 yi-
linda yayimlamistir’®. Daha ¢ok gezi anilarindan
ibaret olan bu yayinda kentte bulunan bazi yazit-
lar ve mimari kalintilardan s6éz edilmektedir.
1800°lG yillarin ortalarinda ise sehre gelen S.
Reinach antik kentin haritasini ¢ikarmis, harabe-
lerini tespit etmistir. Ayni zamanda kentte gor-
dugl bazi heykeltiraslik eserlerini ve yazitlari da
kaydetmistir. Oldukca 6zenli ve bolge tarihi aci-
sindan yararl olan bu ¢alismalarini 1888 yilinda
yayimlamistir®. Yuzyilin sonlarinda 6zellikle Kyzi-
kos (Erdek) arastirmalari ile adini duyuran F. W.
Hasluck, Apollonia’yi da ziyaret etmis ve 6zellikle
Kiz Ada’yla ilgili bazi tespitlerde bulunmustur®.
Oncelikle, yayinlarinda kente &zel yer ayiran bu
arastirmacilarin aktardigi bilgilerden yararlanildi-
g1 icin onlarin calismalari belirtilmistir. Fakat
kenti ziyaret eden veya harabelerinden bahse-

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den baska seyyahlar ve bilim adamlar da bu-
lunmaktadir.

Mimari Buluntular:
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Apollonia, Marmara Denizi gilineyinde yer
alan Uluabat Goli’nin (Antik Apolloniatis) ku-
zeydogusundan goliin igcine dogru uzanan bir
yarimada Uzerinde kurulu olan buglinki Golyazi
Beldesi sinirlarinda yer almaktadir (Sekil 5-6).

Yarimada, birbirlerine sig bir kumsal seridi ile
baglanan iki algcak tepecikten olusmaktadir. Kis
mevsimlerinde kara ile baglantisi kesilen ada
yerlesiminin ulasimi, iki tepecik arasindaki mo-
dern kopri ile saglanmaktadir. Herhangi bir ka-
linti bulunmamasina karsin antik kentin var ol-
dugu dénemde de benzer bir kopri ile iki kiyi
arasindaki ulasimin saglandigi disinilmektedir.
Zira buglinkl Goélyazi halkinin blyik bolimi ada
kesimindeki, ahsap hatillh tugla duvarli gelenek-
sel Rum evlerinde yasamaktadir. 19. yizyila ait
bu evler ve sokaklar i1zgara tipi plan lzerine yer-
lestirilmistir. Bu noktada akla ilk gelen Gélyazi
veya Onceki ismiyle Apolyont’'un antik Apollo-
nia’nin sivil yerlesimi tzerine kurulmus olabile-
cegidir®.

Nitekim antik kente ait resmi yapilara ait ka-
lintilar yarimadanin karaya yakin i¢ kismindaki
Zambaktepe yamaclarinda bulunmaktadir. Zam-

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baktepe’nin kuzey yamacinda Stadion, glineybati
yamacinda Tiyatro ve gliney yamacinda ise bi-
yuk bir kutsal alan tespit edilmistir (Sekil 7-8).
Nekropol ise kentin kuzeyinde, hem beldeye
hem antik kente kara ulasimini saglayan tek giris
yolunun etrafinda kuruludur. Yerlesime adini
veren sehrin tanrisi Apollon Tapinagi, sehrin
kuzeybatisinda karaya yaklasik bir km uzaklktaki
sig bir adacik olan Kiz Ada tzerindedir.

Apollon’un kentin koruyucu tanrisi olmasi ve
burada bir tapinaginin bulunmasi sehrin adinin
Apollonia olarak belirlenmesinde 6nemli etken-
dir. Mysia-Bithynia sinirindaki kente ait en eski
buluntular MO 4. yizyil sikkeleridir®®. Bazi kay-
naklarda Miletos’un kolonisi®” olarak kuruldugu
belirtilen sehir Pergamon Kralhig’'nin gliclini
arttirdigl donemlerde hakimiyet alanina girmis-
tir. MO. 1. yizyildan itibaren ise kentte bir
onemli bir gelisim ve zenginlik gozlenir. Bu zen-
ginlesmenin kerevit ticareti ve Apollon kiilt alani
sayesinde gerceklestigi kent sikkelerinden anla-
siimaktadir’®. Roma devrinde Adramytteion ve
Kyzikos’a bagh olan kente, Roma imparatoru
Hadrian’in ziyareti ve destekte bulunmasi nede-
niyle bu tarihten sonra yeni bir imar faaliyeti
baslamistir.

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Apollon Tapinagi

Antik kentin kuzeybatisinda yer alan Kiz Ada
Uzerinde, kente ismini veren Apollon Tapina-
gI'nin bulundugu 1800’lG yillarda burayi ziyaret
eden Lé Bas’in notlarindan ve gizimlerinden bi-
linmektedir®® (Sekil 11). Ge¢ dénemdeki soylen-
celerden 6tiri Kiz Ada olarak bilinen yer tapinak
adasidir. Nitekim ada ve cevresinde yapilan aras-
tirmalar sonucunda cografi seklini koruyacak
sekilde burayi cevreleyen 70 x 50 m Boyutlarinda
Hellenistik temenos duvari ve bati taraftaki ya-
rim daire basamakli giris tespit edilmistir (Sekil
9). Duvarin 6zgiin yuksekligi yaklasik 2.00 metre-
dir. Gorlnti itibariyla ada tamamen tanri Apol-
lon’un kutsal alanidir ve ortasinda bir tapinagi
bulunmaktadir. Nitekim duvarin dogu tarafinda
in-situ olarak tespit edilen sandal baglama blok-
lari buraya golden gelen gorevli veya ziyaretciler
icin duslinilmus olmalidir (Sekil 10, 12). Ayrica
tapinaga ait oldugu zannedilen situn tamburlari
ve altliklar da temenos duvari disinda gol sulari
icinde yer alir. Adanin ¢ok yogun bir bitki o6rti-
siyle kaplanmis olmasi ve duvarin yer yer su
altinda bulunmasi burada derin bir arastirma
yapmayi engellemistir. Literatlr arastirmasinda
elde edilen diger belgeler arasinda yer alan Gor-
dianus Il sikkeleri Sauroktonos tipindeki kiilt
heykeli ile birlikte lonik tetrastil yapiy1 gosterme-
si bakimindan oldukga ilgingtir®.

Tapinak, bir ada lzerinde olmasindan ve sa-
dece teknelerle ulasiminin saglanmasindan 6tiri
diger yapilardan ayrilmaktadir. Ayrica temenos
duvarinin ada boyutlarinda olmasi, pahl késele-
re ve dairesel giris merdivenlerine sahip olmasi
da farkl bir konudur. Dairesel giris merdivenleri-
ne sahip bir diger temenos alani, Pessinus’taki

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Sebasteion’da (imparatorluk Tapinagi) bulun-
maktadir’’. Tiberius déneminden itibaren kulla-
nilan cokgen formlu giris merdivenleri, Roma
imparatorluk déneminde genisletilerek dairesel
bir hal almistir. Basamaklarin sayisina bagli ola-
rak alanin gosteri mekani olarak da kullanildigi
duslintlmektedir.

Apollon tapinaklarinin genellikle su ile iliskili
olarak yapilmasi, icinde veya c¢evresinde bir su
kaynaginin olmasi bilinen bir durumdur. Fakat
burada oldugu gibi géliin veya genis bir su havza-
sinin icinde olmasi fazla rastlanmayan bir 6zellik-
tir. Anadolu’daki diger Apollon tapinaklari ara-
sinda, bilicilik islevi gorilen Klaros ve Letoon
tapinaklari, goél icinde olmasa bile glinimizde
yagmur mevsiminde bataklik olan taskin alani
icinde yer almaktadir. Bataklik alanlarinda bu-
lunmasi nedeniyle, sifaci tanri Apollon’un smint-
heus (Fare yakalayan) ve parnopius (Cekirge)
(Tatarciklar

epitetlerinin yani sira culicarius

uzaga siiren) da eklenmistir®2.

Apollonia gevresindeki Apollon Kiiltl ile ilgili
bilgiler son epigrafik arastirmalar sayesinde daha
da gelismistir. C.Tanriver tarafindan yayinlanan®,
golin gineydogu kiyisinda yer alan Akgapinar
koyinde bulunmus alti adet yazith stel oldukca
onemlidir. Clink( steller Gzerinde gecen Apollo
Daphnousios sifatl bolge icin genel bir ifade ola-
bilir. Bu stel (zerindeki figlir Apollon Kitha-
roedus® tipi ile benzer olup, ayni zamanda hey-

iliskilidir®.

Gallienus Donemi’ne (MS. 253-268) ait kent
sikkeleri®® Gzerinde goriilen, tetrastyle tapinak
icindeki Apollon tasviri de benzer nitelikler gos-
terir. Ayrica Helenistik doneme ait sikkeler Gze-
rinde tasvir edilen Apollon portresi de, kentin
koruyucu tanrisinin kiilt heykeli hakkinda bilgi
Unlu

Apollon Sauroktonos®’ tipinin farkl bir versiyonu

vermektedir. heykeltiras Praksiteles’in
olan bu figiir, muhtemelen Skopas tarafindan
yapilan Apollon Smintheus kiilt heykeli*® ile de
iliskilidir. Farkl tipte bir diger Apollon figliri ise
Roma sikkelerinde gorilen ve tanri ile bir yilanin
miicadelesini gdsteren Pythoktonos tipidir®®.
Apollonia’da bilinen diger kiilt ise Apollon, Arte-

mis ve Zeus Hypsistos tclemesidir®.

2010 yili temizleme calismalari sonucunda
adayi cevreleyen temenos duvarinin dogu kismi
ortaya cikarilmistir. Buna gore temizlenen duva-
rin uzunlugu 99.86 m ve ortalama genisligi 0.85
m olarak ol¢lilmektedir. Ortaya ¢ikarilan giney-
dogu kosesi dik aci yaparken, duvarin diger tara-
findaki kuzeydogu kosesi ise kavisli bicimde de-
vam etmektedir. Duvari olusturan kiregtasi blok-
larin genislikleri 0.90 ile 2.60 m arasinda degis-
mektedir.

Duvar gol seviyesinden itibaren degisik yik-
sekliklerde korunmasina ragmen ozellikle orta
kisimda Ust esik tasi (eutentheria?) seviyesine

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(2.97 m) dek korunmustur. Bu yilksekligi olustu-
ran isodomos diizenindeki kirectasi bloklar su
seviyesinden itibaren yukseklikleri 0.43 ile 0.54
m arasinda degisen alti yatay siradan olusmak-
taydi. Duvar boyunca dort adet gemi baglama
cikintisinin oldugu tespit edilmistir. Duvarin en
Ustindeki blok disariya 0.17 m kavis yaparak
bittigi icin son duvar blogu oldugu distunidlmek-
tedir. Lé Bas’in cizimlerinde bu duvarin 1880’li
yillarda tamamen saglam oldugu gorilmesine
ragmen detayli plan ¢izimleri eksiktir.

Dogu temenos duvarini olusturan bloklar lize-
rinde iki onemli teknik gbze carpar. Birincisi,
taslar arasinda herhangi bir kursun kenet izinin
olmamasidir. Bunun yerine bloklar birbirine ya-
tay diizeyde birlesebilecek ve kilitlenebilecek
bicimde girintili-cikintih  Gretilmistir. Bdylece
duvarin uzun yillar boyunca bozulmadan kala-
bilmesi saglanmistir. ikinci 6nemli teknik &zellik
ise; ortalama her bes metrede bir atki taslarinin
kullanilmasidir. Duvarin stabilitesini arttiran ve
ayni zamanda yikilma aninda diger kisimlarin
etkilenmesini 6nleyen bu yontem Helenistik ve
Roma mimarliginda sik¢a kullanilan bir tekniktir.
Adanin ortasina yakin bélimlerde yapilan kisith
temizlik calismalarinda, temele ait olmasi muh-
temel blok taslar, yapi elemanlari ve 1zgara du-
varlar tespit edilmistir. Ayrica giliney taraftaki
bloklardan biri lizerinde yine kayitlarda goérilen
tek satirhk MEIAOIY BOKCAOQY (Bokedes oglu
Meidias) yazisi goriilmustiir*. Bu yer tanimi, Geg
Antik donemde tapinagin kullaniminin sona er-

mesinden sonra yazilmis bir ibaredir.

Antik Yol

Golyazi'nin kuzeyinde hem modern hem de
antik yerlesimin tek baglantisi olan yolun iki ya-
ninda mezarlar siralanmaktadir. 2.50 m genislik-
teki antik yol buglink( asfalt yola paralel ve onun
yaklasik 1.50 m alt kotunda ilerlemektedir. Gu-
niimizde oldugu gibi, olasilikla antik Prusia-
Kyzikos yoluyla kesismektedir. Bu rotada bulu-
nan ¢ok sayida mil tasi iddialari glglendirir. Ayri-
ca antik cagda hatta Osmanli imparatorlugu’nun
ge¢ donemlerinde dahi teknelerle Mustafake-
malpasa Cayi vasitasiyla Karacabey Bogazi'na ve
buradan Marmara Denizi’'ne ulasildigi bilinmek-
tedir. Yoldaki antik doneme ait tekerlek izlerinin
arasina, benzer orneklerden anlasildigi Uzere
sehrin insasinda kullanilan buyilk bloklarin nakli-
yesinde rol oynayan kare bigimli (0.15x0.15 m)
oyuklar agilmistir (Sekil 13-14).

Arastirmalarda tespit edilen mezar yapilari ve
lahitlerin tamami Roma Ddnemi’ne aittir. Yolun
dogu kesiminde anakayanin sanduka seklinde
yontulmasiyla olusturulmus lahit mezarlar bati
tarafta ise Apollon Tapinagi’'na yonlendirilmis
ortalama 6.00 x 6.00 m boyutlarinda, podyumlu

mezar yapilari tespit edilmistir. Alanda Uc¢ adet-
podyumlu mezar ve alti lahit bliyik oranda tah-
rip edilmis durumda kaydedilmistir. Ayrica ayni
alandaki zeytinlikler icinde mezar yapilarina ait
olabilecek duvarlar iyi korunmuslardir. Duvarlar
kentin diger yapilarinda oldugu gibi biyik kireg-
tasi dikdortgen bloklarin kenet kullanmadan
birlestirilmeleriyle olusturulmustur.

Kutsal Alan

Zambaktepe’nin kuzey yamacinda Uluabat
Golu'ni gorecek sekilde konumlanan alan, kireg-
tasi anakayanin dogu yizl tiraslanarak olustu-
rulmustur. Bu noktada yaklasik 3.60 m yuksekli-

ginde dikey bir ylizey kazanilmistir. Yizeydeki
tascl islemleri halen izlenmekle birlikte, degisik
boyutlarda Ug¢ adet adak nisi de gorilmektedir.
Nislerden biiyik olanin (N1, 0.36x0.27 m) cevresi
kazima yontemiyle mezar steli seklinde islenmis
ve cizgilerin bir kismi N2 (0.27 x 0.16 m) nisinin
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sinirint olusturmustur. Ara noktadaki bu dizen-
sizlik, stel izlenimi veren cizgilerin daha sonra
eklendigini gostermektedir. Ayrica kiglk boyut-
lardaki N3 (0.08x0.06 m) nisinin tabani diger
nislerin tabanlarindan 0.09 m vyiksekte yer al-
maktadir. Boéylece (g nisin birbirinden farkli za-
manlarda, tas ylizeyine islendigi dustnulebilir.
Yiizeyde nislerden baska 0,06 x 0,06 m boyutla-
rinda kenet deligine benzer bir girinti de bulun-
maktadir. Nislerin st bollimleri yarim daire ke-
merli sekilde sonlanir. Ayrica her nisin derinligi
genisliginin yarisi olacak sekilde oyulmustur.
Bliyuk nisin ¢evresindeki cizgiler, bir alinlikh me-
zar stelinin dis hatlarini verecek niteliktedir. Ar-
sitrav bolimina belirleyen iki paralel gizgi ve yan
akroterler, diger stellerde ve kaya anitlarinda da
gorilen ozelliklerdir.

Nislerin bulundugu kaya blogundan daha gi-
neyde anakaya kdse yapacak sekilde tiraslanmis-
tir. Boylece iki kaya blogu arasindaki yaklasik
25x7 m boyutlarindaki alanin, kutsal térenler igin
kullanildigi dasundlebilir. Ayrica kutsal alanin
hemen o6ninden gecgen stabilize yolla kesilmis
olmasi, aslinda ¢ok genis oldugunu ve teraslar
halinde gol kiyisina kadar ulastigini distundar-
mektedir. Bu durumda tespit edilen ylizey ve
nisler kutsal alanin en Ust noktasini olusturmus
olmalidir. Apollonia gibi bir Mysia kentinde kaya
nislerinin bulunmasi, Frig kiltirinin yayilim
alanini gostermesi acgisindan ilgingtir. Ayrica bu
tir kutsal mekanlarin varhgi, kentteki Apollon
kiltlinln yani sira Ana Tanriga inancinin da yay-
gin oldugunun gostergesidir®.

Modern Yerlegim ve Kale

2006 yil calismalarinin son bolimind Golya-
zI'nin ada yerlesimi olarak nitelendirilebilecek
alani cevreleyen surlarin incelenmesi olustur-
mustur. Ge¢ Antik Cag’da kentin yapilarina ait
bloklarin surlarda kullanilmis olmasi bu incele-
meyi zorunlu hale getirmistir. Nitekim Goélyazi
Merkez Camii arkasindaki kule kalintisinda yer
alan yazith bloklarin Kiz Ada’dan getirilmis oldu-
gu anlasilmistir. Bu bloklar MS. 120 yilinda bol-
gede biyik yikim yaratan depremin ardindan
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Mysia’ya gelen ve Apollonia’ya da ugradigi disi-
niillen imparator Hadrian onuruna Apollon Tapi-
nagl onlne insa edilen stoa veya portikoya ait
olmalidir®.

Erintas! tepesinin zirvesinde, deniz seviyesinden
yaklasik 400 m yukseklikte kale veya haberlesme
kulesi olabilecek tas duvarli bir yapi tespit edil-
mistir. Duvarlari, harg¢ kullanilmadan ve moloz
taslarla yapildigi icin, glinimize kadar ancak
temel seviyesinde korunabilmistir (Resim 5).
Kisith olanaklara ragmen alinabilen olglilere go-
re; 20.10 x 25.90 m boyutlarinda dikdoértgen
formlu ana mekanin duvar kalinliklari 1,10 ile
1,58 m arasinda degismektedir.

Niltufer
ilcesine bagli dért belediye ve 11 kdy, Mustafa-

cevresinde vyapilan ylizey arastirmasi,

kemalpasa ilcesine bagh iki belediye, 10 koy,
Karacabey ilcesine bagh 4 kdy ve Mudanya ilge-
sine bagl 1 kdyde gergeklestirilmistir. Calismalar
sonucunda 20 yerlesimde incelemeye deger 40
adet kalinti ve buluntunun oldugu anlasiimistir
(Harita 1).

Arastirma kapsamina alinan bolgelerdeki tari-
hi eser niteligi olan tasinir ve tasinmaz kaltar
varliklarinin bir kismi Bursa Kiltir Varliklarini
Koruma Bolge Kurulu tarafindan tescil edilmis,
bir bolimunin ise ilk defa literatlire girebilecek
bulgular icerdigi gorilmistir. Yerinde kaydedi-
len tim buluntular ¢izim ve fotograflarla belge-
lenerek tescil yapilmak Uzere incelemeye alin-
mistir. Bu kalintilari Savunma Yapilari, Nekropol
Alanlari, Kaya Anitlari, Tas Ocaklari, Hoylkler,
Geg¢ Antik Kalintilar ve diger yerlesimler seklinde
gruplandirmak mumkindir (Tablo 3). Arastirma
buluntusu olarak ele gecgen etiitlik seramik par-
calari ise Bursa Arkeoloji Miizesi’'ne teslim edil-
migtir.

Uluabat Goli Cevresi Mimari ve Arkeolojik
Yiizey Arastirmasi kapsaminda kalan bolge, antik
donemdeki Mysia, Frigya ve Bithynia bolgeleri
arasinda bir gecis noktasidir.

Bu ylzden, hem
ticari faaliyetler hem de toplumsal degisimler
baglaminda, boélgenin 6nemi ve yogunlugu anla-
silmaktadir. Yapilan arastirmalar kapsaminda,
tim buluntular yedi ana baslik altinda toplan-
maktadir. En fazla goriilen kalintilar ise, genellik-
le golin gliney kismindaki tepelerde gorilen
mezarlk alanlaridir. Mezarlik alanlari, daginik bir
yerlesim gostermekle birlikte, cogunlukla anaka-
yaya oyma seklinde yapilmis lahitlere rastlan-
maktadir. Tespit edilen lahit ve mezar yapilarin-
daki ilging durum, genellikle goliin igindeki Kiz
Ada Uzerindeki Apollon Tapinagi’na dogru yon-
lenmeleridir. Ayrica kent merkezlerine kadar
getirilmis ve slislemeleri bitirilmemis lahit mezar-
lar, Kayapa-Tahtali civarinda bir kirectasi lahit
atolyesinin varligina isaret eder. Yerel sert kireg-
tasi tepelerinden olusan bodlgede, tas ocaklarinin
coklugu ve kullanim yogunlugu baska amaclarla
kurulmus atolyelerin de olabilecegini gostermek-
tedir.

Mezarlik alanlarinin ¢ok olmasina karsin, ilgili
olduklari yerlesimlere ait kalintilara pek rastlan-
mamistir. Tespit edilebilen yerlesimler genellikle,
hoylk, kale ici yerlesim ile kiiciik boyutlu Roma
ve Bizans yerlesimleri seklindedir. Bolgenin en
onemli kenti ve cevredeki kiclk yerlesimlerin
bagh olduklari yer, Golyazi'daki Apollonia ad
Rhyndacum antik kentidir.

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3.1. Savunma Yapilari

Mustafakemalpasa ilcesine bagli Maksempi-
nar Koyl, Uluabat Goli'nin batisindaki ylkselti-
nin zirvesine kurulmus kigik bir yerlesimdir.
Burada yapilan tespitler sonucunda kéyiin dogu-
sundaki tepeyi ¢evreleyen alanda bir sur kalintisi
gorilmustlr. Tamamiyla yikilmis olan sur agikga,
yorede Oglak Kalesi olarak adlandirilan yapiya
aittir. Sur icinde ve cevresinde bulunan seramik
parcgalari yapinin Demir Cagi’'na uzanan bir kulla-
nim evresine sahip oldugunu gdstermektedir.
Uluabat Go6li’nin dogu kesimindeki daglik alan-
da kurulan kaleler konumlari géz éniinde bulun-
duruldugunda birbirleri ile iletisim halinde olma-
hdirlar. Nitekim Nilifer ilcesine bagli Kayapa ve
Tahtal Koyl arasindaki barajin giiney tarafindaki
sarp ylkseltinin zirvesinde yer alan yapi bu gori-
su desteklemektedir.

Erintas! Kalesi olarak adlandirilan kare planl
binanin duvarlari blyuk olg¢lide yikilmistir. Ancak
bu tas yigini icinde hargsiz yerel taslarla 6rilmas
duvar ve plan gorilebilmektedir. Giris tarafinda
iki kare kule ile desteklenmistir. Cevrede yapilan
arastirmada yeterli 6l¢iide seramik bulunmama-
si, alanin ¢ok dik ve kayalik olmasi ile ilgili olmali-
dir. Buna karsin duvar isciligi Helenistik drnekler
ile paraleldir. Helenistik ve Roma dénemine ait
bu tiir tepe Ustlu kaleleri, gol havzasi igindeki
Apollonia ad Rhyndacum ve Tahtali gibi yerlesim-
lerin savunmasinda biyik rol oynamaktadir.
Diger yandan bdlgedeki sosyal ve kiltiirel yasam
Ge¢ Antik Cag’'da ve Ozellikle de Bizans done-
minde Onemini artirarak devam etmistir. Basta
Golyazi (Apollonia) olmak Uzere kentler yeni
surlar ile ¢evrilmistir. Gl Kiyisinda kurulan Gol-
yazl ve Karaoglan gibi yerlesimlerde surlarin sa-
vunma islevi disinda teras veya set duvari islevle-
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rinin de bulundugu disinilmelidir. Belli donem-
lerde yukselen gol sularinin yerlesime zarar ver-
mesini onlemenin en pratik ¢6ziimi bu sekilde
bulunmustur.

Mustafakemalpasa ilgesine bagh Karaoglan
koylinde yapilan arastirmalarda ise, koyin kuze-
yindeki alcak yukseltinin (Kocaada) Bizans D6-
nemi’'nde bir sur ile cevrelendigi gorilmustir.
Uluabat Goli’'nin kuzeyindeki yilksek diizllikte
kurulmus Yenikaraagacg koylinde bulunan kale ise
cevreledigi genis alan ve glicli duvar karakteri ile
tam bir savunma yapisidir. Yaklasik olarak MS.
12. ylizyila tarihlendirilebilecek bu yapi ¢cevredeki
diger Bizans kalintilari igin de fikir vermektedir.

3.2. Nekropol Alanlar

Yiizey arastirmalarin sonunda dikkat c¢eken
ikinci buluntu grubunu nekropol alanlari olus-
turmaktadir. Ozellikle Roma Dénemi’ne ait kaya-
ya oyulmus sandukalar, podyumlar Gzerine yer-
lestirilmis lahitler boélgenin mezar gelenegi hak-
kinda 6énemli bilgiler sunmustur. Cok genis bir
alana yayilmis olan Apollonia Nekropoli icerdigi
farkl mezar tipleri® ve ozellikle podyumlu me-
zarlarda gorilen Gstiin mimari nitelikleri ile bol-
gede 6lim disincesine gosterilen sayginin isa-
retlerini vermistir. Yapilan arastirmalar Apollo-
nia’daki mezar geleneginin tiim cevre yerlesimle-
ri etkiledigini gdstermistir.

NilGfer ilcesine bagh Tahtali bu noktada veri-
lebilecek en 6nemli 6rnektir. Tahtali’'nin Ellezyer-
ler mevkisinde tespit edilen ¢ok sayida lahit san-
duka ve kapak pargasi burada da bir nekropoliin
varligina isaret etmistir. Lahit parcalari bolgenin
genel egilimine uygun olarak yerel kirec¢ tasindan

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yontulmustur. Komsu Alaattinbey Koyl’'nde yer
alan ve Tahtal’dan getirildigi bilinen tam lahit
govdesi antik cagda Neocaesarea olarak belirle-
nen kentin nekropoli ile ilgili bilinenleri de glic-
lendirmistir. i¢c tabandan disa dogru acilan delik-
ler, devsirme malzeme olarak koéy cesmesinde
kullanildigini gosterir. Ayni zamanda tamamlan-
mamis girlandl gévde ve bu bolgeye 6zgi kireg
tasi malzeme, Tahtal’'da bir Gretimin var olup
olmadigi sorusunu giindeme getirmistir. Cevrede
yapilan incelemelerde Filetepe olarak adlandiri-
lan kayalk yikseltinin tas ocagi olarak kullanildi-
g1 tespit edilmistir. Antik cagda buradan tas alin-
digini gosteren keski izleri ve paralel oluklar de-
ginilen Uretim ile ilgili kanitlar olarak degerlendi-
rilmistir.

Uluabat Golu cevresinde tespit edilen diger
nekropol alani Niliifer ilcesine bagh Kurugesme
Koyi’'nde tespit edilmistir. Daglk kesimde ku-
rulmus olan koyin batisinda bulunan nekropol
genellikle anakayadan yontularak olusturulmus
platformlar (zerinde yerlestirilen lahitleri icer-
mektedir. Cevreye dagilmis olan kapak ve sandu-
ka parcalari diizdiir. Seramik buluntular alanin ve
kalintilarin Roma doénemine ait oldugunu goste-
rir. Mustafakemalpasa ilgesine bagl Onag Koyu
anakayaya yontulmus lahit tekneleri ile dikkat
ceken bir diger yerlesimdir (Resim 5). Arkeoloji
diinyasinda bazi hazine spekiilasyonlari® ile adini
duyuran Dorak ve Onag birbirine ¢ok yakin ko-
numda yer alir. Dorak’ta tespit edilen Bizans
Dénemi inhumasyon mezarlk alaninda gémiler
dogal anakaya kapaklar ile ortilmdastir. Ayrica,
Apollonia 6rnekleri ile malzeme ve mimari ben-
zerligi bulunan in-situ duvarlar burada mezar
anitlarinin bulunabilecegini géstermistir.

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3.3. Kaya Anitlar1 ve Tas Ocaklar

Uluabat GolU’nin bulundugu c¢okiintl alani
ozellikle goliin kuzey tarafinda kayalik ve sarp bir
yikselti ile sinirlandirilmistir. Ayrica gol cevresi
ve adalardaki kayalik yikseltiler de bolgeyi yapi
malzemesi bakimindan rahatlatmistir. Ayrica bazi
bolgelerde tas ocagi olarak kullanilan kayalik
alanlarda Apollonia’da goriilen kutsal alana®
benzer diizenlemelerin yapildigi tespit edilmistir.
Bu noktada yukarida deginilen Tahtali, Filetepe
en 6nemli 6rnektir. Tas ocagl olarak kullanilan
kayalik yukseltinin giiney yamacina oyulan ba-
samaklar aralarinda daralan bir rampa ile en
Ustte tiraslanarak duzlestirilen platforma ulas-
maktadir. Bu plan bir tas ocagindan ¢ok zirvedeki
kutsal alana isaret etmektedir (Resim 7). Nillifer,
Kurugesme Koyi, Tasinaltt mevkisinde de basa-
makli bir kaya kitlesi tespit edilmistir. 3.25 x
3.00 m olculerindeki kaya yukseltideki basamak-
larin alt yarisi tahrip edilmistir. On yiizde nis sek-
linde islenerek ylizeyi dizlestirilen iki metrelik
alan bu kitlenin kilt isleviyle kullaniimis olabile-
cegini gostermektedir.

Karacabey ilgesi Karaoglan kdyu sinirlarinda
bulunan benzer nitelikteki kayalik yikselti (Bek-
cikaya) diger orneklerde oldugu gibi tas ocagi
olarak kullanilmistir. Ancak tepenin kuzey tara-
findaki nis ve hemen onindeki kuyu yine bir
kutsal alani akla getirmektedir. Bu alanlardaki
yogun bitki ortusi saghkli bir calisma yapmayi
engellemistir. Nillfer ilgesine bagli Ungukuru
Koyl Kesiktas mevkisinde kaydedilen anakayaya
yontulmus platformlar ve kanallar, yerel tastan
yapiimis sltunlar ve diger mimari parcgalar da
ayni nedenlerle tam olarak agiklanamamaktadir.

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3.4. Hoyiikler

Bursa ve cevresindeki prehistorik ¢ag yerle-
simleri hakkindaki bilgilerimiz buylk ol¢iide D.
French’in 1960’h yillarda yaptigi ylizey arastirma-
sina dayanmaktadir. French’in 1967 de yayinla-
digi makalesinde® ozellikle iznik ve Yenisehir
bolgelerini ele almis olmakla beraber, bu havza-
larin disinda kalan inegdl ve Bursa ovalarini da
irdelemisti. Yakin zamanda kazisi yapiimis veya
halen yapilmakta olan Ihpinar, Barcin, Aktoprak-
lik ve Mentese gibi hoyikler 6zellikle Neolitik ve
Kalkolitik caglarda Marmara Bolgesi Prehistorya-
si’na 1sik tutmaktadir. Buna karsin daha ge¢ do-
nemlerde, ozellikle Ill. ve II. Bin yillar hakkindaki
arastirmalar heniiz istenen diizeyde degildir.

Arastirma alaninin Prehistorik c¢aglardan beri
yerlesim sirekliligi gosteren bir bélge oldugu bu
calismalardan anlasilmaktadir. Bursa bolgesinde
tarimsal toprak kullaniminda makineli tekniklerin
kullanilmasi, 1950’lerde yapilan ovalastirma faa-
liyetleri, zemin drenaji gibi calismalar Prehistorik
yerlesim yerlerinin tahribatinda 6nemli rol oy-
namistir. Buna son yirmi yildir giderek gelisen
sanayi de eklendiginde Bursa ve cevresindeki
arkeolojik sit alanlarinin karsi karsiya oldugu
sorunlarin yarattigl sonugclar hakkinda bir fikir
edinmek mumkiindir. Bursa’nin hoyukleri ise, bu
yoredeki Prehistorik mimarinin ahsap agirlikl

olmasindan dolayr zaten basik profillidir.

kaydedilen hoyuk ylikseklikleri glinimizdekilerle
ortismeyecektir.

Arastirmalar bolgede French’in saptadiginin
disinda da yerlesim alanlari olabilecegine isaret
etmektedir. Ozellikle asagida deginilecek olan

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incilipinar gibi, hoyiik seklinde gelismeyen Klasik
Cag oncesi yerlesimlerin oldugu ihtimalini glic-
lendirmektedir. Uluabat Goli'nin kiyr kesiminin
her noktasinin yerlesim icin elverisli oldugunu
disiinmek vyanlistir. Ayrica gol seviyesindeki
muhtemel degisiklikler Prehistorik dénemler so6z
konusu oldugunda 6zellikle dikkate alinmasi ge-

reken bir konudur.

Jeomorfolojik kosullarin yerlesim dagilimin-
daki olasi etkisi bir tarafa birakilacak olursa Ulu-
abat havzasinda iznik veya Yenisehir ile karsilas-
tinldiginda daha az yerlesim oldugu gorilir. Su
anda kazilarin yaritildiga Aktopraklik’a en ya-
kin mesafedeki yerlesim, yaklasik 15 km doguda-
ki Alaattinbey tepesidir®’. Bariz héyik gérinti-
siine sahip bir diger yerlesmenin Uluabat’tan
yaklasik 10 km gineyde yer alan Tepecik Ko-
yl’nln altinda kaldigi tahmin edilmektedir. Yak-
lastk 5 km giineydogudaki incilipinar da klasik
oncesi donemlere uzanan bir yerlesim gegcmisine
sahip gérinmektedir.

Mustafakemalpasa ilcesine bagh Ayaz ve inci-
lipinar Koéyleri arasinda kalan Yakupdede Te-
pe’sinin kuzey yamacina dayah hoyik icerdigi
zengin seramik buluntu ile arastirmanin en heye-
can verici tespitlerinden birini olusturmustur.
Daha o6nce tescillenmemis alan olasilikla kiglk
bir Arkaik yerlesim ve akropolden meydana gel-
mektedir. Akropol olarak nitelendirilebilecek
kayalik tepenin gliney yamaci ge¢c donemde tas
ocagl olarak kullanilmistir. Hoyuk ise figlrli ve
diz bantl zengin Arkaik seramik malzeme ile
dikkat cekmektedir. Uluabat Goli cevresinde
sirdiirtilen Aktopraklik Hoyugli gibi Prehistorik

arastirmalar ayri tutulacak olursa bolgede ilk kez

adlandirilmistir. Bugiin yerlesimin iginde kaldig idari birim
Niltfer ilgesinin Alaattinbey mahallesidir.

Uluabat Golu cevresindeki incilipinar, Kuru-
cesme ve Maksempinar yerlesim alanlarinda ele
gecen buluntular genellikle Oryantalizan ve Ar-
kaik Dénem’e aittir. Seramik pargalari icinde
bolgeye 6zgl gri, turuncu olmak lzere monok-
rom renkli seramikler ¢cogunluktadir. Boyali se-
ramikler icinde ise az miktarda Oryantalizan do6-
nem ve siyah figr seramikler, banth kase ve
tabak parcgalari bulunmaktadir. Gri seramikler
daha cok Daskyleion’da ele gecen ve Y. Polat
tarafindan incelenen érneklerle benzerlikler gos-
termektedir®®. Apollonia ve Uluabat Gélu cevre-
sindeki yerlesimlerin kronolojisi icin bu hoylkler
oldukca fazla 6nem tasimaktadir.

3.5. Ge¢ Antik Donem Yerlesimleri

Uluabat Goli ve cevresi Bizans Donemi’nde
cok canl bir merkez olarak dikkat cekmektedir.
Bu donemde gol icindeki adalarda dahi dinsel
icerikli yapilasma dikkat cekmektedir. Merkez
olarak kabul edilebilecek Golyazi'daki bu faaliyet
yakin cevreyi de etkilemistir. Arastirmalar sira-
sindan tespit edilen ¢ok sayida Bizans yapisi ve
mimari parca da bu parlak siireci gosterir.

NiltGfer ilgesi, Kayapa beldesinin yaklasik 3 km
batisindaki vadide yer alan tepede Bizans Done-
mi’ne ait bir sarnig¢ yapisi ve binanin insa edildigi
tepeyi cevreleyen bir sur duvari bulunmustur
(Cizim 5). Ayni yerde Camlik olarak adlandirilan
noktada ise, kacak kazilarla ortaya c¢ikmis bir
kilise yapisi ve etrafa dagilmis cok sayida mimari

Define kazilari ile agir tahribata ugrayan yapi
6.11 x 3.77 m boyutlarindadir. Yesildere mevki-
sinde ayrica suyolu olabilecegi disliniilen Bizans
Dénemi’ne ait bir duvar tespit edilmistir. 1.15 m.
genisligindeki duvarin élctlebilen uzunlugu 17.50
metredir. Yogun bitki 6rtisi icinde devam eden
duvar saglam durumdadir ve bu haliyle ¢evresin-
deki diger olasi binalara isaret etmektedir.

Yukarda kalintilar ile tanitilan Tahtal, Ulua-
bat Golu c¢evresindeki Apollonia’ya yakin en
onemli yerlesimdir. Tahtali kby merkezinde Ces-
me mevkisinde tespit edilen Roma Donemi duva-
ri ve ona bitisik insa edilen tonozlu bir yapi bu
noktadaki antik yapilasmaya isaret etmektedir.
Tahtal’daki yerlesim izleri Y. Otiiken tarafindan
Caesareia Germanica antik kenti ile iliskilendiril-
mektedir®.

Arastirmalarda dikkat ¢ceken bir tespit de, go-
lin kuzey kesimindeki kiltiir gelisimimin Bizans
Ooncesine uzanmamasl buna karsin giliney taraf-
taki daglk kesimde antik kentle paralel yerlesim-
lerin bulunmasidir. Bu durum siiphesiz kuzeybati

Merkez-
deki kilisenin insasinda c¢cok sayida antik blok
kullanildigi gérilmektedir. Ayrica Dolapdegirme-
ni olarak adlandirilan noktada Rum yapilarina ait

temeller tespit edilmistir.

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THE ARCHITECTURAL AND ARCHAEOLOGICAL SURVEY IN
THE TERRITORY OF LAKE ULUABAT

1. INTRODUCTION

Surface analyses made in the surroundings of
Lake Uluabat, located at 34 km west of Bursa
were realized in accordance with the allowance
of the Ministry of Culture and Tourism of Turkey
and with financial contribution of Trakya Univer-
sity in the years 2006-2010. It has been under-
stood from the studies that 20 settlements have
ruins and founding which are worth to be ana-
lyzed in the districts of Nilifer, Mudanya, Musta-
fakemalpasa and Karacabey (Figure 1-2).

Some of movable and unmovable natural as-
sets in the quality of historical artefacts found in
the areas within the scope of the study have
been registered by the Cultural and Natural Her-
itage Conservation Board in Bursa while it is ob-
served that other group includes some findings
adequate to take part in the literature for the
first time. Registered on their usual location and
documented with photographs, founding have
begun to be examined in order to be registered.
Collection of diagnostic ceramic pieces retrieved
as findings of these studies have been delivered
to the Archaeology Museum in Bursa.

The aim of this study is to reveal archaeologi-
cal richness which is not considered as much as
well- known natural richness of Lake Uluabat
which has been put under preservation via in-
ternational agreements (RAMSAR). Goélyazi is a
small district where main source of income is
fishing. Narrow and sinuous streets have adja-
cent Greek houses with wooden balks and brick
walls on the sides of these streets. Unfortunate-
ly, these privileged houses play an important
role in the process of the threat of the destruc-
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tion of the antique texture. This part which we
call as modern settlement is completely an ar-
chaeological site and located on the ruins of
ancient city. Every kind of physical intervention
to be implemented in the archaeological site
could be realized after the project is prepared
and ratified by the Conservation Board. There-
fore, the area of the settlement has been ex-
ceeded its appropriate location due to the in-
creasing population and as a result of this fact,
archaeological sites are under threat.

The most important settlement within the
borders of Lake Uluabat is undoubtedly Golyazi
and Apollonia ad Rhyndacum, a Hellenistic-
Roman city located in Golyazi. At the same time,
Apollonia which forms the centre of this study is
of vital importance due to its having all struc-
tures that are to be found in an ancient city.
When Apollo Temple located on a shallow islet
(Kiz Ada) is completely analyzed, it will be a pio-
neer in the region and a candidate to influence
both the areas of science and tourism. Moreo-
ver, the city is promising for further studies in
the future as a result of the fact that huge stadi-
um, a theatre and a necropolis area have been
determined in Gélyazi. Apollonia has taken place
in the literature as being the second most im-
portant and biggest ancient city located in Bursa
and its surroundings subsequent to iznik (Ni-
caea). This feature will undoubtedly play a cru-
cial role in the development of the surroundings
of the lake.

Nilifer Municipality has supported the pro-
ject with its accommodation facilities, personnel
and transportation services. Also, some private
organizations in Bursa such as BUSIAD and IN-
OKSAN have supported the project. A longer and
more comprehensive period of study has been
realized with the contribution of equipment and
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transportation services provided by Trakya Uni-
versity. Scientific consultants from lzmir Dokuz
Eylil University and Bursa Uludag University
working in the study group follow up the anal-
yses from the start and support these analyses.

Surface analyses on the basis of documenta-
tion have been realized in some settlements
located in Golyazi, the centre area and on the
surroundings of Lake Uluabat. Particularly, ruins
from Classical Eras have been analyzed in detail
among important foundings determined after
the study. Because of the fact that artefacts be-
longing to earlier periods were analyzed in earli-
er years, they have only been documented via
photographs and charts. Studies have been car-
ried out in coordination with different disci-
plines.

1.1. Historical Geography of the
Region

Lake Uluabat and Golyazi are affiliated to
Bursa city and district of Nilifer. The lake 34 km
far from Bursa city center and 90 km far from
Balikesir is located on the south of Bursa- Kara-
cabey highway. Lake Uluabat has been formed in
tectonic rift area of Yenisehir-Bursa-Gonen
stretching out in east-west direction on the
southern side of Marmara Sea. The lake splits off
from Lake Manyas (Bird Lake) which is also lo-
cated in the same rift area. The lake is located at
coordinates 40° 10' North, 28° 35' East and 9.00
m above the sea level, covers an area of 13500-
24000 hectares.

Ancient city Apollonia ad Rhyndacum located
within the borders of Niltfer district and Golyazi
town was built on the peninsula stretching to
the lake on the northeast of Lake Uluabat (Apol-
yont) which covers the same area of modern
settlement. Anatolian Apollo’s, the god of light,
being the protector god of the city and having a
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temple in the city play an important role to
name after the city as Apollonia. The name of
the city is used as Apollonia ad Rhyndacum
meant as “Apollonia on Mustafakemalpasa
Stream” in order to distinguish the city from
other eight cities in Anatolia which have the
same name.

The oldest foundings of the city at the border
of Mysia-Bithynia are coins belonging to 4™ cen-
tury B.C. The city which was built as a colony of
Miletus according to some sources fell under the
domination of Pergamum Kingdom while the
kingdom was gaining power. A development has
been observed since 1* century B.C. It is under-
stood from the coins of the city that crawfish
trade and Apollon cult area played a crucial role
in the process of this enrichment. The city, one
of the 11 members affiliated to Adramytteion
(Edremit) court center (Cenventus Juridicius) in
Roman Period, was affiliated to Cyzicus for some
time. Retrieved inscriptions show that Roman
Emperor Hadrian (A.D. 117-138) came to Apollo-
nia and lodged there and supported the city
while he was going to Cyzicus (Belkis) after the
huge earthquake occurred in the region. Thus a
new reconstruction activity began following this
process.

However, Apollonia ad Rhyndacum was de-
structed as well as Cyzicus city which was en-
compassed during the invasion process of Goth
in the year 268. The city was taken from Helles-
pontus in 4™ century A.D and incorporated into
the bishoprics of Bithynia. The city had become a
bishopric affiliated to Nicomedia (Kocaeli) for
some time and then this privilege passed to Cius
(Gemlik). The city was named as Theotokia in the
assemblies of the years 680 and 690. The city
which experienced a calm life in Byzantine peri-
od continued its existence for some time as a
city of people fleeing from Prusia (Bursa) and
Apameia (Mudanya) because of Ottoman raiders
who became dominant in the region at the be-
ginning of 16" century.
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The city contracted during the Ottoman peri-
od and only covered the islet. Golyazi, currently
well known for its natural beauties, has played a
crucial role with its archaeological and historical
richness for the surroundings of Bursa. When the
structures of the ancient city which have been
inadequately analyzed are taken into considera-
tion, it is observed that the city is spread out
over a wide area. Formal structures such as the-
atre and stadium have been determined on the
slopes of peninsula, centre of which is formed by
a ridge named as Zambaktepe. Necropolis is
located on both sides of the highway which pro-
vides the sole entrance of the city. Sacred area
and temple of Apollo, eponym of the city, are
located on a shallow islet called as Kiz Ada on
the north-western of ancient Lake of Apolloniatis
(Uluabat). Architectural ruins found in the an-
cient city of Apollonia ad Rhyndacum that had an
opened cult centre in ancient age take an im-
portant place for the region of Bursa. Although
almost all structures of the city were covered by
modern urban texture and construction ele-
ments were used as reused materials, it is still
possible to obtain information about their archi-
tecture. Main aim for field survey of architectur-
al studies is to totally understand ancient texture
and construction.

The city about which we took first detailed in-
formation from William J. Hamilton in 18427°
was visited by lots of travellers during 19" cen-
tury and added the city to their notes in their
reports. Almost every one of them was interest-
ed in Cyzicus and Dascyleium. S. Reinach and M.
P. Lé Bas drew the plan of the city and some
buildings especially the Apollon Temple in
1888’". Even the temenos plan has proven to be
correct regarding the current investigations. F.
W. Hasluck, which is best known for his studies
of Cyzicus (Erdek), also came to Apollonia and
has devoted his attention particularly Kiz Ada

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and Zambaktepe’?. This was the final study until
the introduction booklet written by B. Yalman in
1986"3. A. Abmeier presented whole history of
the city based on written documents in 19907,
After this study that could be regarded as the
most serious one about Apollonia, Y. Otiiken
mentioned about artefacts belonging to Byzan-
tine period in a detailed study realized in the
region in 1996”>. Moreover Apollonia ad Rhyn-
dacum has often found as compliance part of the
standard works such as researches of L. Robert’®,
W. Ramsay77, E. Schwertheim’®, C. Tanriver’® and
M. F. Auzépy®’.

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2. FIELD SURVEY

2.1. NILUFER DISTRICT

2.1.1. Gélyazi (Apollonia Ad Rhyndacum)

Location: 40° 9'56.70"N, 28°40'46.32"E
Distance to city centre: 34 km.

It is known that nine cities were built named
as “Apollonia” in Anatolia within the process of
ancient period®. Apollonia ad Rhyndacum is the
city built on the peninsula and islets reaching to
the lake called as Apolyont which was named as
Artynia ® or Apolloniatis in earlier times located
on the north east of Mysia. Stephanus Byzanti-
um and other sources have to do equate Artynia
with Aphnitis and hold rather swampy lakes®.
The name of Apollonia ad Rhyndacum was cho-
sen in order to differentiate from other cities in
the Ancient Era with reference to the stream
Rhyndacus (Adranos) located close to the city
and stemming from Aizanoi (Cavdarhisar).

We obtain the most reliable information
about historical development and social struc-
ture of the city from coins and scriptures firstly
located in Apollonia and most of which have
been distributed to various museums through-
out the world and from researches on archaeo-
logical artefacts of the city. According to the
research realized by Wroth®*, 450-330 B.C. is the
process when first coins of the city appeared.
Some coins in the framework of the study as per
their chronological sequence are shown below
(Figure 3). It is possible to be informed about
commercial conditions of the city, social life of

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the public and religious trends with the contribu-
tion of these written documents.

It is understood from obtained samples that
the city had the affluence and population
enough to mint silver coins on behalf of it at
earlier times. A symbol of reverse anchor was
generally used on the head of the coin belonging
to that time. Fishing, a main source of income
for the public and particularly crawfish hunting
which is also seen on the coins play important
roles for that choice. Another theme chosen in
earlier periods is swastika and it appears in the
incus on the tail of the coin. Moreover, it is un-
derstood from lots of obtained samples that
head of Gorgon was intensively preferred as
another figure on the coins.

It is thought that the islet known as Kiz Ada
was the Sacred Place of Apollo in the Ancient
Era. After the construction of the temple in the
name of preservative God of the city, kithara,
plectron and Apollo Sauroctonus figure in the
temple were used from Hellenistic Era to the late
Roman Empire Period. Usage of crawfish figure
continued its prevalence while depiction of Gor-
gon head gradually decreased. Different charac-
ters were used on the coins such as Demeter,
Tyche and Poseidon with Dolphin due to the
coming of new cults to the city in Roman Peri-
od®.

As seen from the examples above, it is possi-
ble to state that founding period of the city
dates back to the Classical Era. That is to say, it is
accepted that neighbour city, Miletopolis (Mus-
tafakemalpasa) was built by the people of Mile-
tus during the Greek colonization period in the
late 71" century B.C.%. Similarly, according to the
coins of the earliest times, Apollonia was built
before the year 450 B.C. The city was placed
under the sovereignty of Pergamum administra-
tion as a result of declaration of emperorship by

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Attalus Dynasty and their domination in the re-
gion in the subsequent period®’. The city affiliat-
ed to the court center (conventus iuridicus) of
Adramytteium® (Edremit) was then affiliated to
Cyzicus for some time. It is observed from the
retrieved tablets that Roman Emperor Hadrian
(A.D. 117-138) stopped by Apollonia ad Rhyn-
dacum on his way to Cyzicus and made a dona-
tion for the city®. The city is shown among im-
portant cities such as Cyzicus, Ephesus and Tral-
leis shined in the process of Hadrian Emperor-
ship in the latest publications® (Figure 4).

Pliny pointed out Rhyndacus stream as a bor-
derline between Asia and Bithynia. Cities of Ap-
ollonia ad Rhyndacum and Hadrianopolis located
on the southern side of the stream were includ-
ed into Asia. Flooded river and lake because of
hard winter conditions in the city of Cyzicus
which was besieged during Goth invasion in A.D.
268 caused Goth soldiers to get stuck in the re-
gion and die. Apollonia ad Rhyndacum was de-
structed after this invasion. Borders of Mysia,
home of the people from Olympia and Helles-
pontus, changed and Apollonia ad Rhyndacum
was separated from Hellespontus in gt century
and incorporated into the bishoprics of Bithynia.
The city was in the auspices of Nicomedia
(Kocaeli) for some time and then this privilege
passed to Cius (Gemlik). The city was named as
Theotokia in assemblies of the church between
the years A.D. 680-692°". The city which experi-
enced a calm life in Byzantine Period continued
its existence for some time as a city of people
fleeing from Prusia (Bursa) and Apameia (Mu-
danya) because of Ottoman raiders who had
become dominant in the region since the begin-
ning of 16" century.

The city attracted the attention of immigrants
down the ages owing to its attractive geography,

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fertile land, water of the lake and mild climate. It
is also the city of settlement which is certainly
visited by researchers travelling along Marmara
in recent history. W. J. Hamilton visited the city
in early 19" century and published his experi-
ences in 1842%. Some scriptures and architec-
tural ruins are mentioned in that publication
which is generally based on memories. S. Rein-
ach who came to the city in the mid-1800’s
mapped the city and detected ruins. He noted
some statues and scriptures encountered in the
city at the same time. Reinach published his
meticulous studies which are beneficial for the
history of region in 1888°%. F. W. Hasluck who is
particularly known for Cyzicus (Erdek) studies
visited Apollonia and drew conclusions especially
for Kiz Ada®.

Architectural Remains

The studies of these researchers who specifi-
cally mentioned about the city in their publica-
tions have been particularly stated; however
there are other travellers and scientists visited
the city and mentioned about the ruins (see also
List of Resources). Apollonia is located within the
borders of Golyazi town built on the peninsula
stretching to the lake from the north-eastern
side of Lake Uluabat (ancient Apolloniatis) in the
south of Marmara Sea (Figure 5-6).

The peninsula is comprised of two lower hills
connected to each other with a shallow coast.
Transportation activities of the settlement are
realized via a modern bridge between two hills
when the connection between the land and the
islet is obstructed in winters. Although no ruins
have been found, it is thought that the transpor-
tation was possibly provided by a similar bridge
in ancient times. A great part of Goélyazi resi-
dents live in traditional Greek houses with
wooden balks and brick walls located on the islet

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side. These houses and streets of 19" century
were built on a grid plan. The first thing that
could come to the mind is that Gélyazi or Apoly-
ont (its earlier name) could be built on the civil
settlement of ancient Apollonia®. Thus, ruins
belonging to formal buildings of ancient city are
located on the slopes of Zambaktepe, a point
located inside of the peninsula close to the land.
A Stadium on northern slope, a theatre on
south-western slope and a huge sacred area on
southern slope of Zambaktepe have been de-
tected (Figure 7-8). The Necropolis is located in
the north of the city and on both sides of the
highway which provides the sole entrance to the
town and ancient city. The Apollo Temple is lo-
cated on the islet named as Kiz Ada which is
approximately 500 m far from the land and situ-
ated on the north-western side of the city. This
place is also the one having the most undam-
aged structure, ruins of which have reached to
the present day.

Apollo being the preservative god of the city
and the temple there are crucial factors for the
choice of the city name as Apollonia. The earliest
founding of the city at the border of Mysia-
Bithynia are the coins belonging to 4™ B.C%. The
city which was built as a colony of Miletus®’ ac-
cording to some sources fell under the domina-
tion of Pergamum Kingdom while the kingdom
was gaining power. A development and afflu-
ence have been observed in the city since the 1%
century B.C. It is understood from the coins of
the city that crawfish trade and cult area of Apol-
lo played a crucial role in the process of enrich-
ment®®. A new reconstruction activity had begun
in the city that was affiliated to Adramytteion
and Cyzicus in Roman period owing to the visit of
Roman Emperor Hadrian and his contribution to
the city.

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Apollo Temple

It is known from notes and charts of Lé Bas
who visited the city in 1800 that Apollo Temple,
eponym of the city is located on Kiz Ada north-
western side of ancient city® (Figure 11). Temple
islet is the place which has been known as Kiz
Ada due to the myths of later times. A Hellenistic
Temenos Wall (70 x 50 meters) surrounding the
place while preserving geographical conditions
and an entrance with a hemicycle basement on
the western side have been determined follow-
ing the studies realized in the islet and its sur-
roundings (Figure 9). Original height of the wall
is 2.00 meters. Visually, the islet is totally the
sacred area of Apollo and there is a temple in
the center. Thus, in-situ blocks for tying boats
could be built for officials or visitors coming from
the lake (Figure 10, 12). Also, column drums and
pedestals are located in the waters of the lake
outside of the temenos wall. A comprehensive
study could not be done because of the fact that
the islet is covered with a dense flora and some
parts of the wall are under water. The coins of
Gordianus Il and cult statue of Sauroctonus style
mentioned in other documents retrieved from
literature study are very interesting that they
show the presence of an lonic tetrastyle struc-

ture®,

For it is located on an islet and transportation
is only possible via boats, the temple differs from
other structures. Also, another different issue is
that temenos wall is in the sizes of the islet and
it has chamfered corners and circular entrance
basements. Another temenos area that has cir-
cular entrance basements is located on Sebas-
teion (Temple of Emperor) in Pessinous™’. The
entrance basements in polygonal forms used
from Tiberius period were expanded and turned
into circular style in the period of Roman Empire.
It is also thought that the area could be used for

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demonstrations when the total number of

basements is taken into consideration.

It is a well-known fact that Apollo Temples
were generally built close to water and a water
spring was located in or around the temple.
However, temple is being in a lake or in water
basin such as here is an uncommon situation.
Apollo Temples of Claros, Letoon and among
other temples in Anatolia’® where soothsaying
activities were conducted are not located in the
lake; but in the flood plain which turns into a
slough as a result of the rains in present time.
Due to the fact that these temples are located in
a slough area, epithet of Culicarius (repulser of
sandflies) was added to other epithets of Healer
God Apollo such as Smintheus’® (Mouse catch-
er) and Parnopius™ (locust catcher).

Information on Apollo Cult around Apollonia
has been developed thanks to the recent epi-
graphic studies. Six scriptures published by
Tanriver ' found in Akcapinar village located on
southeastern side of the lake are important;
because epithet of Apollo Daphnousius on a ste-
le could be a general expression for the region.
The figure is similar to the type of Apollo Kith-
aroedus'® and in relation to the sculpture of

Depiction of Apollo in tetrastyle temple seen
on city coins '® belonging to Gallienus Period
(A.D. 253-268) has also similar features.

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Apollo portrait on coins belonging to Hellenistic
Period provides information about cult statue of
preservative god of the city. This figure, a differ-
ent version of Apollo Sauroctonus by Praksy-
teles'®, is probably in relation with the cult stat-
ue of Apollo Smintheus made by Scopas'*. An-
other Apollo figure with a different type is the
pattern of Pythoctonus showing the conflict be-
tween the god and a snake seen on Roman
coins'™. Another cult found in Apollonia is the

triple of Apollo, Artemis and Zeus Hypsistus '**.

Eastern part of the wall surrounding the islet
has appeared following clearance activities of
2010 (Fig 8-9). According to this data, length of
the cleared wall is measured as 99.86 m and
average width is 0.85 meters. South-eastern
corner that has appeared forms a right angle and
north-eastern corner at the other side of the
wall continues with a curved style. Width of
limestone blocks of the wall is about 0.90-2.60
meters.

The wall has been preserved particularly by
higher door stone (eutentheria?) in the middle
(2.97 m) although it has been preserved at dif-
ferent levels above the lake level (Fig 10). The
block at the highest point of the wall is ended
with a 0.17 meters curve to the outside; there-
fore, it is considered to be the last block of the
wall. Limestone blocks which form this height
are in isodomos order and comprised of six hori-
zontal ranges 0.43-0.54 meters above the water
level. Four points with an aim to tie ships have
been detected along the wall (Fig 11). Although
the wall occurs to be totally undamaged in the
year 1880 in the drawings of Lé Bas, there were
no detailed drawings (Fig 12). Moreover, the
scripture of MEIAIOY BOKEAOQOY (Meidias, Son of
Bokedes) in a single line seen in records has been
realized on one of the blocks located on south-
ern side. This is an inscription about reservation

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of a place engraved after the termination of
temple’s facilities in the Late Ancient Period™.

Two important techniques are observed on
the blocks that form the eastern part of the te-
menos wall. Firstly, there are no lead lock marks
between the walls. The blocks were produced
with a sinuous style in order to horizontally con-
nect with each other and be locked (Fig 13).
Thus, the wall stayed undamaged for a long
time. Second important technical feature is that
a connection block was used in every almost five
meters. This method that increases the stability
of the wall and prevents the destruction of other
parts is the method that has been usually ap-
plied in Hellenistic and Roman architecture. The
architectural blocks, construction elements and
grid walls possibly belonging to the ground have
been detected in the process of limited clear-
ance activities realized around the center of the
islet.

Ancient Road

Studies of 2006 were generally realized in the
area of necropolis. Location of necropolis area
outside of the town and being open to destruc-
tion were the main factors for the choice of this
programming. Necropolis was built on both sides
of the highway which is the sole way that con-
nects modern and ancient settlement on north-
ern part of Golyazi. Ancient path with a width of
2.50 meters stretches out in parallel with the
current asphalt road approximately below 1.50
meters (Fig 14). Most probably, it intersects with
Bursa-Erdek highway as in the present day. Lots
of milestones on the route support this idea.
Moreover, it is also known that transportation
via boats over Mustafakemalpasa stream to Ka-
racabey strait and to Marmara Sea was provided
in ancient era and even in late periods of Otto-
man Empire. Square-shaped holes were created
(0.15 x 0.15 m) for transportation of big blocks
used in the construction of the city among tracks

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on the road as understood from similar samples
(Fig 15).

Necropolis

Structures of tombs and sarcophagi detected
via researches totally belong to Roman Period.
Sarcophagi formed by sculpting the bedrock in
the form of a coffin on eastern side of the road
(Fig 16). However, the podium tombs with the
average sizes of 6.00 x 6.00 meters have been
detected as directed towards Apollo Temple.
Three tombs with podia and six sarcophagi in
substantially damaged condition have been not-
ed. Also, the walls possibly belonging to tomb
structures located in olive groves in the same
area are in good condition (Fig 17). The walls
were formed via connecting big rectangular
blocks without locks as in the case for other
structures of the city.

Sacred Area

The sacred area located on the northern
slope of Zambaktepe looking across Lake Ulua-
bat was formed by trimming the eastern side of
bedrock (Fig 18). A vertical surface with a height
of 3.60 meters was obtained at that point. While
activities of stonecutters could be realized, three
niches for offering with various sizes are seen in
the area. Periphery of the larger niche (N1, 0.36
/ 0.27 m) was engraved as tomb stele and a part
of scratches formed the borders of niche N2
(0.27 / 0.16 m). Instability in mid-point shows
that the scratches considered as a stele was
added later. Also, basis of smaller niche N3 (0.08
/ 0.06 m) is 0.09 meters higher than bases of
other niches.

Therefore, it could be considered that three
niches were engraved on stones at different
times. There is another hollow similar to a lock
hole (6/6 cm) on the surface. Higher parts of
niches are ended with hemicycle arches. Also,
niches were engraved with great consideration
to the fact that depth size of the niche would be
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equal to the half size of width. Scratches around
N3 reflect the outer patterns of a gabled tomb
stele (Fig 19). Two parallel lines and acroteria,
features of architrave part, are the characteris-
tics of other stele and rock monuments. Other
bedrock located 20 meters south from the nich-
es was trimmed in order to form corners. Thus, it
could be considered that the area of approxi-
mately 25.00x7.00 meters between two rock
blocks was used for sacred ceremonies. Also,
trimmed rock surfaces intersecting with stabi-
lized road passing by the area underlines the
possibility that the area would be huge and
reach to the side of the lake through terraces.
Therefore, surfaces and niches that have been
detected possibly formed the higher point of
sacred area.

It is interesting that presence of rock niches
in a city of Mysia such as Apollonia shows the
spreading of Phrygian culture. Also, such sacred
areas of the city are indicators of the presence of
Mother Goddess as well as Apollo Cult'**. Fol-
lowing studies and excavations to be realized in
that part of the city, more detailed information
will be obtained about burying rituals and reli-
gious system.

Theatre

The theatre was built on south-western slope
of Zambaktepe looking across the modern set-
tlement (Fig 21). Diameter of cavea equals to
approximately 75.00 meters and the capacity is
possibly about 4000 people. Blocks of theatre
were used in the construction of city wall of the
late period as in the case for stadium. It has
been detected from the studies that northern
parodos wall has been well preserved. Higher
soil emergence on the point where the stage
was to be located and dense fauna have urged
us to consider about the presence of the marks

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belonging to the building of theatre stage. In the
field survey of 2008, the Geographical Database
Project (GIS) and the Geophysical Resistivity
Project has been applied on the ancient thea-
tre'®. Finally, the scene, orchestra and cavea of
theatre have been exposed in the digital profile
of the slope (Fig 22).

Stadium

The structure located on the western slope of
Zambaktepe which is shown on city plan drawn
by Lé Bas has been totally destructed and used
as a football stadium at the present time (Fig
20). However, bedrocks could be seen on which
limestone sitting blocks were put belonging to
the stadium. A great part of sitting blocks were
used in the construction of city wall encompass-
ing the settlement of the islet in Late Ancient
Period. A few blocks have been detected around
the stadium and Zambaktepe.

Modern Settlement and Castle

The final part of the studies for the year 2006
was the analysis of city walls encompassing the
area that could be taken as the settlement of the
islet in Golyazi. The spoiled blocks belonging to
ancient buildings for the construction of city
walls in the Late Ancient Period have necessitat-
ed this analysis. Also, it has been understood
that the blocks with scriptures bringing from Kiz
Ada located in the ruins of the tower behind of
Golyazi Mosque (Fig 23). These blocks possibly
belong to the stoa and portico built at the front
of Apollo Temple in the honour of Emperor Ha-
drian who came to Mysia after great earthquake
in the year A.D. 120™°. As a matter of fact, the
epithets soter and ktistes for the Emperor were
used in an altar that was used as a building block
of the city walls*'’ (Fig 24).

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Moreover, it has been determined that one
of the houses within the islet settlement was
built on a Roman podium that has been pre-
served in-situ position (Fig 25). Another im-
portance of this structure rather than its good
condition is that it gives clues about the plan
belonging to the part of the ancient city located
on the islet. The structure is in harmony with the
grid street plan of Golyazi and this form shows
the civic settlement of Apollonia in the ancient
era was built on the common city plan. The most
important ruin left in modern settlement is the
ancient structure named as Simitcikale (Fig 26).
The entrance arch and a huge saloon of the
structure have been still standing.

Another survey in Golyazi has been conduct-
ed in the village that could be defined as islet
settlement. A sculpture’s base found within the
city wall appeared after the embankment was
opened behind Ottoman Bath where restoration
facilities have started is among the interesting
findings. The inscription is for the sculpture in
the honour of a governor who lived in Ephesus
and supported Apollonia destructed by the
earthquake of Bithynia (Fig 27). Necropolis scrip-
ture found in three parts during restoration facil-
ities of Merkez Mosque in the village have been
noted to be analyzed by epigraphers. Also, or-
namental superstructure blocks possibly belong-
ing to a monumental structure of Antonine Peri-
od have been detected.

2.1.2. Kayapa

Location: 40° 10'19.70"N, 28°50'21.22"E
Distance to city center: 22 km

Architectural Remains: A Byzantine cistern
and a city wall (breast wall) surrounding the hill
on which the structure was built on the hill of
the valley located approximately 3 km west of
Kayatepe (Fig 28) . The cistern have been built in
the measure of 10.45 x 12.85 m and chamfered
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on the edges (Fig 29). The size of wall varies be-
tween 1.29 and 1.48 m. The southern side wall
of building have a drain channel and two rein-
forcement struts.

Also, a structure with stone walls about 400
m above the sea level located on the top point of
Erintasi Hill that forms a fortress or a communi-
cation tower (Fig 30). Its forms like a square and
measurable size of fortress is 25.90 x 23.90 m.
Two small towers have been erected in the
southern and western edge of building. Although
there are no ceramic finds around the building, it
could be belong to the Archaic Period according
to construction technique of walls (Fig 31). Pos-
sibly a church and its blocks which were spread
all over the area have been detected in Camlik
zone (Fig 32).

Some architectural blocks and lots of colour-
ful tesserae from a mosaic have been appeared
by illegal excavations. The tombs sculpted in the
form of sarcophagi on the bedrock are located
within the same place. Therefore, the territory of
Kayapa should be an important role in the con-
text of public, religion and defensive position in
ancient time.

2.1.3. Akgalar

Location: 40° 10'27.73"N, 28°44'48.75"E
Distance to city centre: 27 km

Field Survey: Point records and photographic
documentation have been conducted on the hill
named as Hisartepe. The excavation of Ak-
topraklik Hoyik''® in Akcalar is being conducted
by Bursa Archaeology Museum and under the
scientific consultancy of Assoc. Prof. Necmi Karul
from the department of Prehistory at istanbul
University. Therefore, studies on Akgalar have
been limited.

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2.1.4. Hasanaga

Location: 40° 10'18.87"N, 28°47'43.62"E
Distance to city centre: 25 km

Architectural Remains: A superstructure block
which was possibly brought from another set-
tlement has been found in the village. Also, lots
of ceramics and small findings as well as a scrip-
tural lintel block were determined during surface

2.1.5. Alaattinbey

Location: 40° 11'48.20"N, 28°55'03.51"E
Distance to district/city centre: 14 km

Architectural Founding: There are ancient
pieces come from the region between Kayapa
and Tahtali located in the Western Industrial
Development Area of Bursa city. Therefore, the
district has been visited and the distribution area
of Apollonia and modern artefacts have been
tried to be understood. The first attractive point
is a sarcophagus at the village centre. The sar-
cophagus is formed by shield figures on the cor-
ners and heart figure in concave corner profiles
(Fig 33). Its external dimensions are 2.57 x 1.25 x
0.78 meters. Internal height is equal to 0.54 me-
ters, although wall thickness of the sarcophagus
changes between 0.18 and 0.23 meters. The
holes drilled on the inner base towards the out-
side are the indicators that they have been used
as reused materials during the construction of
the village fountain. It is considered that some
semi-engraved patterns show the possibility of
the construction of the sarcophagi was unfin-
ished and it was possibly extracted from a quarry
nearby. Villagers point out that this founding and
others have been brought from the territory of
Kayapa. Therefore, it is possible that the lime-
stone deposit located in Filetepe between Kaya-

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pa and Tahtali towns was used as a quarry in the
ancient era.

There is a mound (Hoyik) in the form of a
lower hill next to the main road and directed to
the northern side of Alaattinbey village (Fig 34).
Lots of ceramic pieces dated to Late Bronze
Age® have been observed from the analyses on
the mound registered by the Conservation Board
of Culture and Nature in Bursa. Also, ceramic
clinkers, particles of axe and flint stones are
spread throughout the mound. Pieces of tiles
and bricks on the western side of the mound
gives rise to thought that there was possibly a
construction belonging to the middle ages. The
mound has a diameter of approximately 200
meters and a height of 12 meters. Accession to
findings and taking protective measures are dif-
ficult because of the fact that fruit orchards
completely cover the lower hill.

The ceramics are generally handmade and
the gear made wares particularly in grey ceram-
ics attract attention. The most remarkable point
about the clay is its micas nature. Another re-
markable point is the fact that grey ceramics are
well-refined when considered to others and the-
se are also the cored ones with some exceptions.
When assessed according to surface processes,
glazed wares are more than unglazed ones and
there are also red slip ceramics. When analyzed
in @ more detailed way, it is understood that
there are ceramics with self-slips.

There are two loom weights among remarka-
ble findings retrieved from the mound. Both of
them are in the form of conic section. They do
not differ from the characteristics of other ce-
ramics due to the fact that they have similarly
micas clay. There is an ornament pattern includ-
ing four semi-cycles intertwined two by two.
Three of them are in good condition; but the last
one has been destructed. The inside of the or-
nament which was made with engraving method

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may have been filled. Such loom weights belong
to Early Bronze Age contexts in many places of
Anatolia.

2.1.6. Tahtali

Location: 40°10'24.30"N, 28°52'42.60"E
Distance to city centre: 20 km

Architectural Remains: A Roman wall and a
vaulted construction in adjacent condition are
the indicators that there is an ancient settlement
at that point (Fig 35). The entrance of the con-
struction (1.99 x 2.61 m) opens to the main place
sized of 8.28 x 2.71 meters. It is considered that
a door opening towards the east in the main
place was an intersection point to another simi-
lar place nearby. Therefore, a system of the
vaulted spaces could be served as an infrastruc-
ture for a larger and upper building. Data are
inadequate on vaulted places and structures on
them due to the fact that excavations have not
been realized. However, it is stated that the set-
tlement known as Neocaesareia was possibly
located in Tahtali and served as a citadel in the
ancient period**.

Byzantine city walls spread around the village
supports this opinion. On the other hand, a stat-
ue base (1.80 x 0.94 m) shows that the buildings
are official ones rather than defence mission.
There are a plain moulded title enriched with
acroteria on the corners and eight-line scripture
on the front face of the base. According to in-
scription, the marble statue attributed to Em-
peror Domitian by a woman named Agelais (Fig
36). It is understood that damnatio memoriae
was applied and the name of the Emperor was
swept from the inscription.

The area named as Ellezyerler includes lots of
sarcophagi. It is understood from the covers and
blocks of coffins that this area may be a ne-

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cropolis of the ancient city. As a matter of fact,
presence of brick tombs buried in ground has
been often put forward except from sarcopha-
gus founding in conversations.

Cutter marks, flutings and holes have been
found on the rocky hill named as Filetepe within
the upland located on the north-western side of
Tahtali. Also, plain cut surfaces have been ob-
served showing that stones were obtained from
here for each part of the rocky place. Based on
these evidences, Filetepe was possibly used as a
limestone quarry in the ancient era. On the oth-
er hand, the road formed on the southern side
of the hill bordered with stairs on both sides
might be an indicator that some cult activities
could be realized at this point. Because, the road
and stairs are gradually narrowing towards the
top point (from 4.37 m to 3.50 m) and reaches to
a flattened platform.

2.1.7. Uriinlii

Location: 40° 12'01.24"N, 28°52'43.41"E
Distance to city centre: 16 km

Field Survey: According to studies, origin of
the settlement at Uriinli, one of the earliest
settlements of Nillfer district, dates back to Kite
village founded in Roman Period. Some parts of
a historical castle surrounded by ancient walls
have been survived in Uriinli at the present time
(Fig 37). Although rectangular walls of the castle
have been destructed, three parts of wall ruins
at different heights and main marks of quadran-
gular corner bastions have been survived. It is
known that the castle was the centre of Byzan-
tine feudal landlord and occupied by Osman Bey
in 13082, It is understood from the earlier stud-
ies that density of ceramics were increased in
Byzantine and Ottoman Periods between 13™

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2.1.8. Fadillh

Location: 40° 9'8.55"N, 28°42'33.10"E
Distance to city centre: 30 km

Architectural Remains: In Yesildere zone, a
cistern belonging to Byzantine Period has been
found on the peak of Arikaya hill. The structure
heavily destructed by treasure excavation activi-
ties has dimensions as 6.11 x 3.77 meters. There
is a wall in Yesildere considered to be a conduit
belonging to Byzantine Period and the measura-
ble length of the wall is 17.50 m and width is
1.15 m. The wall stretching out in the dense flora
is in good condition and turns the attention to
the possible buildings around. In Kavakli zone,
there are no any architectural remains on the
surface because of the Greek village was situat-
ed in pre-modern settlement period. However,
there are lots of pottery pieces belonging to late
period in the farms.

2.1.9. Ayvakoy

Location: 40° 7'40.73"N, 28°41'41.19"E
Distance to city centre: 32 km

Architectural Remains: There are no ruins in
or around geological cave of Ayvaini. However,
according to a Christian saint named loannikos,

it is believed that dragons lived in the cave .

2.1.10. Karacaoba

Location: 40°12'57.92"N, 28°43'29.23"E
Distance to city center: 30 km

Architectural Remains: No structural remains
have been found in and around the village built
by the immigrants from Thessaloniki at the be-
ginning of the 19" century. However, a piece of

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a inscription possibly brought from Goélyazi near-
by, a flat sarcophagus used as a fountain basin
and an architectural block turned into a mortar
have been noted in Eskikuyu zone.

2.1.11. Catalagil

Location: 40°13'10.50"N, 28°42'20.70"E
Distance to city center: 32 km

Architectural Remains: The village was locat-
ed on the northern side of pre-Greek settlement
by immigrants from Thessaloniki at the begin-
ning of 19" century. An architectural block,
postament and sarcophagus basin brought from
Golyazi have been determined at the centre. A
church and a well on the southern side of the
village belonging to late period of Greek settle-
ment have been recorded.

2.1.12. Kurucesme

Location: 40° 7'23.14"N, 28°49'17.51"E
Distance to city centre: 30 km

Architectural Remains: It is understood that
the region named as Gavurharmani located ap-
proximately 2 km west of the village was a huge
Roman necropolis. The ceramics obtained from
the region intensively belong to Roman Period
(Fig 38). A coffin of sarcophagi with the dimen-
sions of 2.40 x 1.00 m and covers are the rare
samples in steep geography of the region cov-
ered with forests. Also, some architectural
blocks belonging possibly to a podium tomb
have been noted on approximately 15 meter
rocky platform in Lazoleninbasi zone. A coffin
with the dimensions of 2.52 x 1.10 m and huge
blocks assumed to a podium are located at this
point.

A stepped rock mass has been determined on
Tasinalti zone at Kurugesme village. The rock
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equals to 3.25 x 3.00 meters and the steps were
destructed. An engraving niche at the front side
of rock shows that this mass could be used with
a cult function.

2.1.13. Maksempinar

Location: 40° 7'37.89"N, 28°46'12.15"E
Distance to city centre: 22 km

Architectural Remains: A defense structure
on the hill named as Oglakkalesi has been totally
destructed. Topographical structure and ruins
prove that there was a structure built at that
point. Lots of ceramic pieces spread throughout
the area indicate that the settlement in the cas-
tle continued from the Bronze Age to the Late
Ancient Period (Fig 39).

2.1.14. Uncukuru

Location: 40° 6'56.76"N, 28°43'38.70"E
Distance to city centre: 35 km

Architectural Remains: Semi-engraved col-
umns, architectural blocks, flat-cut bedrock plat-
forms and structures in the form of channels
have been determined on the steep area cov-
ered with forests in Kesiktas zone. The area was
possibly used as a limestone quarry.

2.2. MUDANYA DISTRICT

2.2.1. Esence

Location: 40°22'22.09"N, 28°40'31.73"E
Distance to city centre: 30 km

Field Survey: The studies in Esence Village
have continued on the hill called as Eskel Cape
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which is named as Dascylium in ancient re-
sources. Although density of ceramics was real-
ized in the studies conducted in 2007, no field
survey was carried out because of the fact that
the region was not within the scope of the study.
Studies of 2008 were primarily conducted on the
platform and terraces located on the cape
stretching to the sea (Fig 40).

The hill is reached via a sheer slope while it
has a straight connection point on the land side.
The peninsula which generally covers the sea
and surroundings till Karacabey Strait was possi-
bly a trade centre (emporion). There are lots of
ceramic finds around predominantly belonging
to Classical and Hellenistic era while no architec-
tural structure has been found in the area. lllegal
diggings, pieces of bones and glass spread
throughout the area particularly indicate that
there were possibly tomb structures on the
eastern side of the platform.

2.3. MUSTAFAKEMALPASA
DISTRICT

2.3.1. Tepecik

Location: 40° 7'8.53"N, 28°25'41.11"E
Distance to city centre: 9 km

Architectural Remains: There are no ruins in
the village built on a flat alluvial area filled with
Uluabat Stream. The name Tepecik fits to the
village which was built at a blazingly higher point
from the plain. Villagers’ statements support
that ruins from earlier periods are found in the
area. However, no materials which could be
clearly dated have been found on the mound
totally covered with modern settlement. On the
other hand, the place reflects an atmosphere in
accordance with Prehistoric settlement scheme
both for its size and location on the middle of
the plain.
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2.3.2. incilipinar

Location: 40° 5'31.43"N, 28°28'21.61"E
Distance to city centre: 8 km

Architectural Remains: Cutter marks and rif-
fles have been determined on the rocky hill
named as Yakupdede Hill supporting the opinion
that stones were obtained from the point. A
mound which has not been registered before has
been noted including rich ceramic finds on the
southern slope of the hill. Ceramic collection
found on the surface indicates that incilipinar is
an important settlement. Besides occurrence of
different periods of Ancient Era on this point,
pieces of crockery dated to earlier periods have
been found on the slope from where the materi-
als were picked up. Grey wares have been domi-
nantly found as well as red, beige and brown
ones in whole wares which have begun to be
analyzed with the consideration that they are
Prehistoric (Fig 41). It is observed that the mate-
rials made of grey clay have similarities with
some samples encountered in Alaattinbey
Hoyuk.

The most remarkable founding is a thin slip
piece shining like gold due to the presence of
intensive silvering particles in it. Comparable
samples of these wares could be found in
Bogazkoy and Alisar and it is generally accepted
that such wares are from Western Anatolia. Such
wares have been found on layers dated towards
the end of the second thousand years on the
most important reference point, Beycesultan, in
the chronology of Western Anatolia'®. It could
be said that the clay was well-refined except for
the ones that could be taken as bulk wares. Alt-
hough most of the wares are micaceous, lime
and quartzite in the mould have been discov-
ered. When surface treatment of the wares is

considered, it is observed that just one sample
has a slip while polished samples at various lev-
els have been found.

Grey wares, the largest group of the retrieved
Prehistoric wares, are similar to the ones that
could be encountered on many mounds around
Bursa. David French, who firstly directed the
attention to the presence of grey wares in the
region, defines two different categories of grey
wares based on the surface analyses including
Yenisehir and iznik. Dating of ceramics which are
the typical ones of North-western Anatolia
changes between Mid and Late Bronze Age in

the second thousand years™*®.

2.3.3. Ayaz

Location: 40° 5'52.09"N, 28°29'19.18"E
Distance to city centre: 10 km

Architectural Remains: Yakupdede Hill men-
tioned above 2 km far from incilipinar village
constitutes a border for both villages. Although
no different ruins have been encountered in
Ayaz, ancient blocks were used in the construc-
tion of Ayaz Pasha Tomb belonging to the Late
Ottoman Period.

2.3.4. Karaoglan

Location: 40° 5'52.38"N, 28°31'31.90"E
Distance to city centre: 14 km

Architectural Remains: Byzantine wall sur-
rounding lower hill named as Kocaada belongs to
the same period of Apollonia. It is understood
that the wall served as a rampart when the level

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of the lake water rose. Northern side of the
rocky hill named as Bekgikaya was flattened with
the method of trimming and a pit was dug at the
ground level. It is considered that the pit which
was totally closed and destructed due to treas-
ure excavations was possibly used as an oblation
point in earlier periods as well as its function as a
cistern.

The preserved length of Byzantine water
conduit located approximately 1 km north of the
settlement is 10 meters. The height of the wall is
approximately 1.56 meters while its width is 1.35
meters and water was carried via a 1.25 m chan-
nel on the wall. Wreckage of the part destructed
by road construction has detected around. Piec-
es belonging to Roman pottery for daily usage
have been intensively found on flat areas of the
southern slope in Bekgikaya.

2.3.5. Akcapinar

Location: 40° 5'23.12"N, 28°40'10.26"E
Distance to city center: 34 km

Architectural Remains: The village has been
built in the same area of 19" century Greek set-
tlement. Lots of ancient blocks were used as
spoilen materials in construction of the Church
located at the centre. Two stones with inscrip-
tion at this point are remarkable. Also, grounds
belonging to Greek buildings have been found in
the area named as Dolapdegirmeni.

2.3.6.Onac

Location: 40° 5'49.60"N, 28°36'50.25"E
Distance to city centre: 25 km

Architectural Remains: A cemetery area be-
longing to late period has been found. The
tombs were buried in the ground and had covers
made of limestone obtained from the bedrock.

In-situ wall and the blocks around appeared as a
result of agricultural activities on Pazartepe indi-
cate a monumental structure. The structure was
built with huge sized, limestone prismatic blocks
such as the samples in Golyazi. Coffins carved
from the bedrock and engraved covers which
form separate parts specify the necropolis in
that area. The area was destructed cause of the
guarry activities and road construction.

2.3.7. Dorak

Location: 40° 6'0.39"N, 28°35'3.32"E
Distance to city centre: 20 km

Architectural Remains: Because of the fact
that Dorak is 2 km far from Ona¢ mentioned
above, the ruins are located on the common
land of two villages. Different ruins at the village
centre or around have not been found. Howev-
er, Dorak village is mentioned in a highly im-
portant and sensational event in World Archae-
ology. There are not any data about the present
condition of finds of tombs introduced by James
Mellaart'® to the archaeological community.
Precious wares obtained from a tomb on a cape
reaching to the lake are dated to the Early
Bronze Agem. There are some questions about
the reality and context of Dorak Treasure which
present further and more qualified artefacts
than modern settlements in Anatolia.

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2.4. KARACABEY DISTRICT

2.4.1. Uluabat

Location: 40°12'13.03"N, 28°26'12.97"E

Distance to city center: 12 km

Architectural Remains: Bastions and city walls
mentioned in the literature as Lopadion Castle
are located in Uluabat village on the north-
western side of the lake. Uluabat is the name
derived from Lopadion meaning “pot” in Greek.
It has been documented that Lopadion Castle as
the castles of Pithykos and Katoikia were built by
Byzantine Emperors lonnes Komnenos (1118-
1143) and Manuel | Komnuel Komnenos (1143 -
1180) in order to be protected from Seljuk inva-
sions’®. Lopadion Castle and settlement are
important due to the fact that the place is close
to the bridge which is the sole transfer point
from east to west located on the southern side
of Marmara Sea. Data in early resources on the
fact that there was no transferring opportunity
from the region in rainy seasons date back to
Scythian invasions®® in the year A.D. 258. More-
over, Dukas states that three day travel from
south to pass through Lake Uluabat (Apolloni-
atis) would be indispensable in the absence of
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this bridge™".

2.4.2. ikizce

Location: 40°13'32.49"N, 28°39'32.04"E
Distance to city centre: 29 km

Architectural Remains: Walls belonging to a
destructed Greek Church located around the
village that was built on the western side of early
Greek settlement at the beginning of 19" centu-
ry have been registered.

2.4.3. Orhaniye

Location: 40°13'20.02"N, 28°38'33.21"E
Distance to city centre: 28 km

Architectural Remains: An ancient architec-
tural block turned into a mortar, a piece of plain
moulded marble and uncompleted column most
probably brought from Golyazi have been found
at the village centre.

2.4.4. Karakoca

Location: 40°13'32.49"N, 28°39'32.04"E
Distance to city centre: 29 km

Architectural Remains: Based on surface
analyses, an early Greek settlement located 2 km
far from the village and 19" century Church have
been noted. The structure is the same as the
sample of Eskikaraaga¢ as per workmanship,
plan and sizes. Lots of Byzantine hollow coins
have been found on the point named as Kaynak
Ev Yerleri on 3 km south-eastern side of the vil-
lage thanks to the guidance of one of villagers.
Mustafa Balaban from Karakoca village said that
387 Byzantine coins were delivered to Bursa
Archaeology Museum in earlier years. Therefore,
the presence of a treasure spread all over the
region is possible.

2.4.5. Yenikaraagac

Location: 40°13'6.47"N, 28°37'6.06"E
Distance to city centre: 27 km

Architectural Remains: The city wall sur-
rounding the hill located approximately 2 km
west of the village centre belongs to late period
of Byzantine Era.

2.4.6. Eskikaraagac

Location: 40°11'9.85"N, 28°36'44.56"E
Distance to city centre: 29 km

Architectural Remains: A church and a civilian
structure belonging to early Greek settlement at
the village centre have been determined. Di-
mensions of the church are 19.14 x 10.61 meters
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and two niches are seen on both sides of the
abscissa on the eastern wall of the church and
also two niches are seen on the northern wall
(Fig 42). Although southern wall has not been
preserved, there are three long windows close to
each other on the mid-point of northern wall.
The windows with a width of 0.76 meters were
built in the form of a loophole widening from
outside to the inside.

3. CONCLUSION

The field survey conducted around Lake
Uluabat has been realized in 4 municipalities and
11 villages affiliated to Nillfer district, 2 munici-
palities and 10 villages affiliated to Mustafake-
malpasa district and 4 villages affiliated to Kara-
cabey district. It is understood from the studies
that there are 40 ruins which are worth to be
analyzed situated in 20 settlements (Fig 1).

Some of movable and unmovable cultural
and historical artefacts which adequate to take
part in the literature for the first time found in
the areas have been registered by the Cultural
and Natural Heritage Conservation Board in Bur-
sa. All remains noted on their usual place have
begun to be analyzed in order to be documented
with schemes and photographs. It is possible to
categorize these remains as Defensive Struc-
tures, Necropolis Areas, Rock Monuments and
Quarries, Mounds, Late Ancient Ruins and other
settlements. Diagnostic ceramic pieces obtained
as study findings have been submitted to Bursa
Archaeological Museum.

The area within the scope of field survey on
Lake Uluabat and its territory is a transfer zone
between ancient Mysia, Phrygia and Bithynia.
Also, it is an important connection point of river
trade route reaching to Marmara Sea from inner
parts. Therefore, it is clearly understood that the
area is a crucial and intensive one in the context
of both social activities and commercial facilities.
Based on the studies, all ruins could be classified
in seven main groups. The most encountered
remains are cemetery areas generally located on
the hills in the south of the lake. Cemeteries are
dispersed throughout the area and sarcophagi
were generally carved in the bedrock. An inter-
esting fact about the structures of sarcophagi
and tombs is that they are generally directed
towards Apollo Temple on Kiz Ada. Moreover,
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sarcophagi with incomplete ornaments that
were brought to the village indicate that there
was a limestone quarry around Kayapa-Tahtali
zone. Dominance of quarries and their dense
usage in the area covered with hard limestone
hills shows that there could be other sources
with different functions.

Although there are lots of cemetery areas, ru-
ins belonging to their relevant settlements have
not been found. The determined settlements are
generally mounds, fortress and small-sized Ro-
man and Byzantine settlements. The ancient city
named as Apollonia ad Rhyndacum in Gélyazi is
the most important city in the area and small
settlements are affiliated to that city.

3.1. Defensive Structures

Maksempinar village affiliated to Mustafake-
malpasa district is a small settlement built on the
top of hill located in the west of Lake Uluabat.
Based on determinations, ruins of a city wall
surrounding the hill on the eastern side of the
village have been found. Totally destructed wall
certainly belongs to the structure named as
Oglak Kalesi. Ceramic pieces in and around the
city wall are the indicators that the structure was
used until the Iron Age. When the locations of
forts are taken into consideration, it is under-
stood that these castles built on the hilly area on
the eastern side of Lake Uluabat. Thusly, the
structure located on the peak of the steep hill on
the southern side of the dam between Kayapa
and Tahtali villages supports this idea.

Walls of square-planned structure named as
Erintasi fortress have been substantially de-
structed. However, the wall bonded with mor-
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tar-free local stones and the plan could be seen
in rubbles. The structure was supported by two
square towers situated on the entrance point.
The area is very steep and rocky that may bring
about inadequate ceramic findings. However,
workmanship of the wall is in parallel with Hel-
lenistic samples. Upper-hill castles belonging to
Hellenistic and Roman Period play important
roles in the defence of the settlements such as
Apollonia ad Rhyndacum and Tahtali located in
the lake basin. On the other hand, social and
cultural life in the region continued in the Late
Ancient Era and particularly gained momentum
in Byzantine Period. Primarily Golyazi (Apollonia)
and other cities have been surrounded by the
new city walls. It should be considered that the
city walls in settlements such as Golyazi and
Karaoglan built on the lake side could be used as
terraces and rampart walls besides their defen-
sive functions. These functions served as the
most practical solutions to prevent the destruc-
tion of the settlement by rising lake waters.

It is observed from the studies conducted in
Karaoglan that lower hill (Kocaada) on the
northern side of the village was surrounded by a
city wall in Byzantine Period. The castle located
in Yenikaraagag village built on the high platform
in the north of Lake Uluabat is a complete de-
fensive structure with the huge area and wall
qualities. This structure dated to the year 12
century A.D sheds light to other Byzantine ruins
in the region.

3.2. Necropolis Areas

Necropolis areas are another remarkable
group found as a result of archaeological field
survey. Coffins carved in bedrocks and sarcopha-
gi put over the podia primarily belonging to Ro-
man Period present important data about the
burial traditions of the region. Necropolis of
Apollonia spread throughout a wide area reveals
the respect for the thought of death due to its

different types of tombs**? and higher architec-

tural qualities of podium tombs. Conducted
studies have shown that burial tradition of Apol-
lonia affected all neighbouring settlements.

Tahtal affiliated to NilGfer district is an im-
portant example. Lots of sarcophagi and parti-
cles of covers found on the point of Ellezyerler
indicate the possibility of a necropolis located
there. Pieces of sarcophagi were sculpted via
local limestone in compliance with the general
trend in the region. A incomplete basin of a sar-
cophagus located in Alaattinbey village has sup-
ported the available data about the necropolis of
the city of Neocaesarea (Tahtali) in the ancient
time. The holes drilled on the inner base to the
outside show that they were used as reused
materials for the village fountain. Sarcophagus
has garlands and limestone materials typical to
this region raise the question that whether there
were production activities in Tahtali. As a result
of the analyses conducted in the region, it has
been determined that rocky hill named as
Filetepe was used as a quarry. Cutter marks
showing that stones were taken from there and
parallel conduits have been assessed as proofs
for production activities mentioned above.

Another necropolis area around Lake Uluabat
has been determined in Kurucesme village in
NilGfer district. The necropolis built on the hilly
side in the west of village generally includes sar-
cophagi put over the platforms carved in the
bedrock. Covers and pieces of coffins spread
around the whole area are generally in flat
forms. Ceramic findings show that the area and
ruins may belong to Roman Period. Another
settlement that attracts attention with its carved
sarcophagi basins is Onag village in Mustafake-
malpasa district. Onag is located very close to
Dorak village which was mention with notorious
speculations about treasures in the archaeologi-
cal community. Sarcophagi in inhumation ceme-
tery area of Byzantine Period have been covered

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with covers made of natural bedrock. Also, in-
situ walls similar with Apollonia as per materials
and architectural styles of monumental tombs in
the area.

3.3. Rock Monuments and Quarries

The sunken area where Lake Uluabat is locat-
ed is particularly bordered with rocky hill on the
northern side. Also, rocky hills around the lake
and on the islands have provided the region with
construction materials. Moreover, it has been
determined that arrangements made on rocky
areas used as quarry are similar with the ones
made on the sacred area’® in Apollonia. Tahtali
and Filetepe mentioned above are the best ex-
amples at this point. The steps carved in the
southern slope of the rocky hill used as a quarry
reach to a platform flattened by trimming. This
plan indicates to a sacred area on the top point
rather than a quarry. A rock mass with steps has
been determined on Tasinalti point of Ku-
rucesme village in Niltfer district. The steps and
engraving niche is an indicator that could have a
cult function.

Similar rocky hill (Bekgikaya) located within
the borders of Karaoglan village in Karacabey
district was used as a quarry. However, the niche
and the pit on the front indicate the presence of
a sacred area. Dense flora of the region has ob-
structed a qualified study. The platforms and
channels carved into the bedrock, columns made
of local stones and other architectural pieces
which have been noted on Kesiktas zone of
Uncgukuru village in Niliifer district.

3.4. Mounds (Hoyiik)

Our knowledge on the settlements of Prehis-
toric Era in Bursa and around is mostly based on
the field survey conducted by D. French in
1960s. French particularly deal with iznik and
Yenisehir; but he also studied plains of inegél
and Bursa located outside of the related basins
in his article published in 1967***. The mounds
such as Ihpinar, Bargin, Aktopraklik and Mentese
where excavation activities have been conduct-
ed recently or are in progress particularly shed
light to the Prehistory of Marmara Region in
Neolithic and Chalcolithic Eras. On the other
hand, studies on later periods, especially 3" and
2" thousand years are inadequate.

It is understood from the studies that re-
search area has been a settlement point since
Prehistoric eras. Usage of machines in agricul-
tural activities in Bursa, flattening activities of
1950s and drainage works have played im-
portant roles in the destruction of Prehistoric
settlements. When developing industry of recent
20 years is considered, it is possible to adapt an
opinion about the results created by the prob-
lems affecting archaeological sites in Bursa terri-
tory. Low-profile mounds of Bursa are the result
of wood-dominated Prehistoric architectural
building in the region. Heights of the mounds
noted during the observations of D. French will
not coincide with heights of the present time.

Studies indicate that there could be all set-
tlements noted by French except the ones, incil-
ipinar slopes. incilipinar and similar examples
support the idea that there is a possibility about
the presence of the pre-Classical settlements
were not formed as mounds. It is unsound to
consider that everywhere on coastal side of Lake
Uluabat is appropriate for settlements. Also, in
Prehistoric periods, possible changes of the lake

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level are the points to be taken into considera-
tion.

Ignoring the effect of geomorphologic condi-
tions to the dispersion of settlements, it is ob-
served that fewer settlements are seen on the
basin of Uluabat when compared to iznik and
Yenisehir. The closest settlement to Aktopraklik
where excavation activities are in progress is
Alaattinbey hill located approximately 15 km
east'®. It is estimated that another settlement in
the form of a mound was covered by Tepecik
village located approximately 10 km south of
Uluabat. incilipinar located 5 km southeast of
the area has possibly a history dating back to
pre-Classical periods.

The mound adjacent to the northern slope of
Yakupdede hill located between Ayaz and incil-
ipinar villages in Mustafakemalpasa district has
become the most exciting finding of the study
owing to its rich pottery. The area not registered
before is possibly made up of a small Archaic
settlement and an acropolis. Southern slope of
the rocky hill that could be regarded as an
acropolis was used as a quarry in the late period.
The mound attracts attention due to its rich col-
lection of Archaic ceramics with figures and
lines. When Prehistoric studies*® continuing
around Lake Uluabat are not considered, it is
possible to say that materials belonging to such
earlier periods have been determined for the
first time.

Remains obtained from the settlements of in-
cilipinar, Kurucesme and Maksempinar around
Lake Uluabat generally belong to Orientalisan
and Archaic Periods. Monochrome ceramics

particularly grey and orange ones which are typ-
ical to the region are dominant. Few ceramics
belonging to Orientalisan Period and ceramics
with figures, pieces of lined cups and plates are
found in painted ceramics. Grey ceramics have
similar qualities with the samples obtained from
Daskyleion and analyzed by Y. Polat®’. These
mounds are of great importance for the chrono-
logical studies of the settlements around Apollo-
nia and Lake Uluabat.

3.5. Settlements of Late Ancient
Period

Lake Uluabat and its territory draw attention
as an attractive centre in Byzantine Period. Reli-
gious structures even on the islets in the lake are
remarkable for the relevant era. This activity in
Golyazi which could be regarded as the centre
point has affected surrounding areas. Lots of
structures belonging to Byzantine Period and
architectural pieces determined through studies
show this bright process.

A cistern and a city wall surrounding the hill
on which the structure was built belonging to
Byzantine Period have been found on the hill
located within the valley approximately 3 km
west of Kayapa. Structure of a church appeared
via illegal excavations and lots of architectural
pieces spread around the area have been noted
on the point named as Camlik. The ground of the
church includes marble blocks of high quality
and is covered with polychrome mosaics. Also,
tombs in the form of sarcophagi basins carved
into the bedrock are located in the area.

A cistern belonging to Byzantine Period has
been found on the summit of a hill named as
Arikaya located on Yesildere in Fadilli village.
Also, a wall belonging to Byzantine Period that is

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considered to be a conduit has been detected in
Yesildere zone. The wall stretching through
dense flora is in good condition and points out
other possible buildings around.

Tahtali known for its ruins mentioned above
is the most important settlement close to Apol-
lonia around Lake Uluabat. The Roman wall and
vaulted structure adjacent to the wall deter-
mined at the village center of Tahtali show the
ancient construction activities of the area. Marks
of the settlements in Tahtali are associated with

the ancient city of Neocaesarea by Y. Otuken®®%,

Another remarkable finding is that cultural
development on northern side of the lake does
not date back to pre-Byzantine period. It is un-
doubtedly related to the fact that the platform
on the north-western side was filled with alluvia
brought with Mustafakemalpasa Stream. It is
understood from the conversations that villages
of Baskdy, Karacaoba, Catalagil, ikizce and
Orhaniye affiliated to Niltifer district are the
Greek settlements rebuilt by immigrants from
Thessaloniki at the beginning of 19" century.

A limestone architectural block turned to a
mortar, a pedestal and a sarcophagus basin
brought from Goélyazi have been determined in
Catalagil. Although no ancient ruins have been
found, a church and a mill belonging to Greek
settlement located in the south of the village
have been analyzed. Akgapinar village has been
built on the same place as earlier Greek settle-
ment. Some of the Greek houses continue to be
settled. Lots of ancient blocks were used in the
construction of the church at the centre. Also,
grounds belonging to Greek settlements have
been found on the point called as Dolap-
degirmeni.

Tahtali are named as Caesarea, Neocaesarea or Ariste in
ancient period by Auzépy 2008, 331. Based on the studies,
two city walls, a Byzantine and an Ottoman Castles have
been detected.

3.6. Geographical Database (GIS)
Researches

Three dimensional field scanning activities
within the scope of field survey of the surround-
ings of Lake Uluabat have begun primarily in the
ancient city of Apollonia ad Rhyndacum and on
Zambaktepe in 2008. The study aims to install
the complete and accurate plan of the city via
computer systems. Geographical database infra-
structure will be shaped with the contribution of
the plan obtained from the studies. Therefore,
detailed measurements of all structures and
their grounds located around Zambaktepe have
been carried out with Leica Total Station and the
data have been transferred to digital atmos-
phere through ArcGIS program (Fig 43).

Studies have begun on the southern slope
where the theatre was built and continued on
the northern side of the hill. Measurements have
been expanded to include the slopes of the city
after detailed plans of the relevant areas were
obtained. Therefore, sacred area and its borders
and terraces on slopes have been digitally rec-
orded. The project has ended with measure-
ments of geographical features of Zambaktepe
where current study areas and official structures
are located. Owing to the detailed measure-
ments of the city’s topography, creation of the
first three dimensional model on computer has
been made possible (Fig 44). Ancient theatre,
sacred area, architectural ruins and terraces
have been processed on digital modelling. Topo-
graphical and architectural features of Apollonia
ad Rhyndacum have been digitally recorded;
retrieved data have been collected under the
scope of a program and formed the basis for
further studies to be conducted in the future.

3.7. Geophysical Researches

Resistivity tomography study to determine
the estimated stage point of the ancient theatre
in Golyazi has been conducted for the first time
by the Department of Geophysical Engineering
of Dokuz Eylal University within the scope of
2008 studies. Two profiles have been taken as
parallels and one profile have been taken in per-
pendicular condition to other two profiles locat-
ed in the area of study. Three profiles pass
through the middle of the stage. Two profiles
possibly continue toward possible cavea and
skene and one profile has been taken in the di-
rection of estimated parodos. The space be-
tween electrons is one meter; the lengths of 1*
and 2™ profiles are 23 meters and the length of
the 3™ profile is 27 meters. The studies have
shown that entrances of parodos, cavea lines,
orchestra ground and stage building of the thea-
tre adjacent to the rocky slope could be well
preserved (Fig 22).
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
